LOSS BY CHESTNUT BLIGHT

Damage in Country Estimated at |
$25,000,000—Greatest in '
Fennsylvania.

Philadelphia.—Ten miilion dollars' |
damage has already been done in the |
state of Pennsylvania by the chest-
nut blight, according to the commis-
sion appointed on the authority of the
legislature by Governor Tener to
eradicate the disease. In addition to
this there has been damage in other
states to the amouni of about $15.-
000,000. This will constitute but a |
small part of the loss occasioned, ac-
cording to a statement made by the
commission, if the blight is not
checked, as the chestnut timber in
Pennsylvania alone is valued at from
$60.000.000 1o £70,000.000.

If the disease is not wiped out it
will sweep the magnificent chestnut
forests of the south. The annual
chestnut output of the eastern part of
the United States is worth $22,000,000.

Pennsyivania has appropriated $275.-
000 to defray expenses in checking
and wiping out the blight. Thirty
treined men are in the field in this
state. They have located the advance
line of the blight ard are supervising
the cutting and burning of diseased
trees and lccating new infections.

Both the federal department of agri-
culture, through Dr. Haven Metcalf of
the department of forest pathology, |
and the Pennsylvania
partment are actively co-operating
with the commission, of which S. S.
Detweiller of this ci‘v is the execu-
tive officer
