Soldiers’ Home, Hospitals for the Insane,
Institute for the Deaf, Institute for the
Riind, Industrial Schools, Institute for
Feeble Minded Children. Nebraska Indus-
trial Home, Orthopedic Hospital, the
State Penitentiary and ail charitable, re-
formatory and penal institutions that
shall b« by law established and main-
tained by the state of Nebraska. They
shall each give bonds. receive compensa-
tion for service, perform all duties and |
comply with sall regulations that shall be
established by law. The powers pos-
sessed by the Governor and Board of
Public Lands and Bufldings with refer-
ence to the management and control of
the [nstitutions herein named shall, on
July 1, 1513, cease to exist In the Gov-
emor and the Board of Publie Lands and
Bulldings and =hall become vested In a

city, if there be one, and if there be no
official paper, then in at least one news-
paper published and in general circula-
tion in said city, three times, and a week
apart, and within not less than thirny
days after such publisation it shall be
submitied to the qualitied electors of smo
city at a general or special election, and
if a majority of such qualified votera.
voting thereon. shall ratify the same, It
shall at the end of sixty days thereafter,
bhecome the charter of said ecity, and
supersede any existing charter and all
amendments thereof. A dupiicate cer-
tificate shall be made, setting forth the

Sec. 3. But if =ald charter be re-
jected, then within six months thereafter,
the Mayor and council or .governing au-
thorities of sald city may call a special
election at which fifteen members of a
new charter convention shall he elected
to be called and heid as above in such
citv. and they shal!l proceed as above to
frame a charter which shall in like man-
ner and to the like end be published and
submitted to a wvote of said voters for
their approval or rejection. If again re-
jerted, the procedure herein designated
may bhe repeiited until a charter is finally
approved by a majority of those voting
thereon. and certified (together with the
vote for and against) to the secretary of
state as aforesaid, and a copy thereo!
deposited In the archives of the city.
whereupon it shall beecome the charter of
said city. Members of each of said char-
ter conventions shall be elected at large,
and they =shall complete their labors
within sixty days after their resnective
election.

The charter shall make proper pro-
vision for coniinuing. amending or repeal-
ing the ordinances of the city.

Sec. 4. Such charter so ratified and

| adopted may be amended. or a charter
convention called, by a proposal therefor |
, made by the !aw-making body of

city or by the qualined electors in num-
ber not less than five per vent of the next
preceding gubernatorial vote in such city,

| by petition filed with the council or gov-

erning authorities. 7The council or gov-
erning authorities shali submit the same
to a vote of the gqualified electors at the
next general or special election pot held
within thirty days after such petition ia
filed. In submitting any such charter or
charter amendments, any alternative
article or section may be presented for
choice of the voters and mav be
voted on separately without prejudice to
Whenever the question of a
charter convention is carried by a ma-
jority of those voting thereon, a charter
convention shall be called through a spe-
cial election ordinance. and the same
be constituted and held and the
proposed charter submitted to a vote of
the qualified electors, approved or reject-
ed, as provided in Section two hereof.
The City Clerk of said city shall publish
with his eofficlal certification, for three
times. a week apart in the official paper
of said citv, if there bhe one, and if there
be no official paper, then in at least one
newspaper, published and in general cir-
culation in said ecity, the full text of any
charter or charter amendment to be
:r]n:ed on at any general or special alec-
on.

No charter or charter, amenément
adopted under the provisions of this
amendment shall be amended or repealal
except by electoral vote.
