for political happiness than any
other nation has heen favored
with.

Nothing can illustrate these
observations more forcibly than
the recollection of the happy
conjuncture of times and circum-
stances under which our repu-
blic assumed its rank among the
nations.

The foundation of our empire
was not laid in a gloomy age of
ignorance and superstition, but
at an epoch when the rights of
mankind were better understood
and more clearly defined than
at any former period; research-
es of the human mind after so-
cial happiness have been carried
to a great extent; the treasures
of knowledge acquired by the
labors of philosophers, sages and
legislators, through a long suc-
cession of years, are laid open
to us, and their collected wis-
dom may be happily applied in
the establishment of our forms
of government; the free cultiva-
tion of letters, the unbounded
extension of commerce, the pro-
gressive refinement of manners,
the growing liberality of senti.
ment, and above all, the pure
and benign light of revelatign,
have had a meliorating influence
on mankind, and increased the
blessings of society.

At the auspicious period the
United States came into exist-
ence as a nation, and if their

citizens should not be complete-

ly free and happy, the fault will
be entirely their own.

reviewing the causes of the
{talian disaster of every angle the
Chicago Tribune of Oct. 30 reaches

The
occasional conferences of which offi-
clal optimism occasjonally has given
us complacent reports amount to no-
thing. They have been occasional
only and have not brought together
any permanent machinery of strategic

control, But such permanent machi
nery needed and no more precious
time should be lost in creating It
Another consideration comes outl
from the welter of our consternation
.ot ug have done with the stupid and
demoralizing censorship We have
been fed with congollng rumuars of th
breakdown of German morale, exhauns-
tion of man power, starvation of the
civilian populations of the enemy,
riots and revolutions The strength
of the enemy, well known to the mi
litary authorifies, has been kept se-
eret. From time to time we are warn

ed in general terms that the war will
be a long one and that we must exert
every resource to win. But these ge
neralizations do not impress, fed as
we are by the doctored Information
which the censorship permits,

We do not speak for allied peoples,
but we do for the American, and we
gay this nation is not afraid of the
truth. There {8 no yellow in this
country’s soul. The harder the task,
the harder our will to win. The Ita-
Ifan disaster will unhappily prolong
the war, but it is not going to change
the result one jot. if that result can be
assured by the United States. Ame-”
rica will .pull up another hole or two
in the belt and go on. We have never
turned back, once our hand was laid
to the plow, and we shall not now,
The Stars and Stripes are in the tren-
ches today and they are going forward
there, not back, forward till fhe ene-
my's power is beaten down and he Is
ready for peace for all time”
