bankers and journalists, The
clerical profession is represented
by 32 bishops and other pro-
minent clergymen. The signers
include about 200 members of
the faculties of Harvard, Prince-
ton, Colambia, Cornell, Penn-
sylvania, California, Michigan,
Hlinois, Chicagn, Northwestern,
Indiana, Johns Hopkins, Yale
and Dartmouth, There are n
the list over twenty university
and college presidents, besides
some authors, actors, painters,
sciiptors and architects,

The object of this most un-
neutral’ and  disloyal propaganda
that was ever sprung on the
unsuspecting people of the Unit-
ed States and is bound to insult|
the feelings of millions of our
hest citizens is a twoiold one.
First, it was to create among
the people of the warring allied
nations the impression that nog
only official America, but the
bulk of the people of the United
States are, in their hearts, par.
tisans of the cause of the Allies
And secondly, it was to influence
public opinion in the Unitwd
States and, if possible, intim)-
date and stampede our Govern-
ment and Congress  to action

hopes are with vou n this
struggle, In saving this we are
confident that we are expresss
ing the convictions and feelings
of the overwbelming majority,
of Americans., ." .

“Even a8 we have alwaya
held ourselves as a nation free
to express openly our sympas
thies swith people struggling for
their liberties, so now we have
the duty of at least making
clear otur solidarity of sentiment
with those who are strupgling
to preserve the liberties of the
worid and the highest ideals of
civilization,

In the face of the great moral
question involved, the right dn
lution of which is wvital to the
whole future covrse of civiliza:
tion, the American conscience
caninal remain stlent. It cunnot
rin the risk of appearing to be
neutral-minded without injury
to: its own integrity and itsself-
respect. ..

“The signers of thisdocument
are not unymindiul of the great
contributions. which Germiany
has in the post made the
common treasure  of  modern
civilization; all pof us achnow-
ledge our delit to Germany ) -
ny of ui liave the advantage
of German education ; sompofus
are of German blood. Bul the
welfare of that civilization for
which Germany hns  done so
much, the highest interesis of
Germany  herself, that
in this conflict Germiiny  and
Austria shall be detented, We
confidently and hopefolly look
forward to that result...”

France, Italy and Russia will
mean the restoration of Belgi-
um and of Servia, and the sup-
pression of miln that we
ardently hope for that consum-
mation.
