By William Bayard Hale. ..

On the Somme Battlefield
Oct. 16,

Mr. President: In other days
you have sometimes been pleas.
ed to use my eyes as your own
You have expressed confidence
in the fidelity of my observation
as a reporter.

Mr. President, I wish L migm
tell you a little of what I bave
seen within the circuit of these
smoking hills, from which for
days I have watched the epic
struggle which since time be
gan has never been approached

One knows that men die in
battle, but to see them die, and
in numbers like these, such
deaths as these, and with such
utter futility—if yon were here,
Mr. President, you would find
that hard,

For men are dying here, Ger
mans, Frenchmen, Englishmen
dying in holes in the ground,
dving under the trees; dying in
stables, dying in railroads cars
sidetracked im long trains, dy
ing in motor trucks, laborious
ly seeking the way back to
peace, dying by scores in cot-
tages, school houses dying by
hundreds in churches transform
ed into crowded hospitals, dying
lving in the dirt, their sightless
eves rolled up toward a heaven
of brass, flies on their lips and
in their gaping wounds,

Men Shot Dismembered,

It is quite true; Mr. President,
it is no newspaper scnsation
no romantic invention, in con
sequence of the new methois
of warfare, the character of the
wounds and the nature of the
deaths are véry often indeed too
ghastly to deseribe and quite
impossible to imagine undescrib-
ed.

On both sides men are being
shot into pieces of palpitating
meat; blown into separate parts
of what was once a human bo-
dy; being stifled by poisonous
gases; incinerated by liquid fire.

By thousands on the dread-
ful landscape which spreads it-
self before my eyes as [ write
these lines, human beings are
yielding up the flame of life
and leaving widows and or
phans to wonder whether there
is a God above.

One knows that men are
wounded in battle, but actually
to see these spectres of men—
Germans, Frenchmen, English-
men—crippled, blinded, scarred
deformed lamed maimed mutil-
ated that is hard, Mr, President.

If yvou could hear what fills
my ears as I write these words
it might perhaps carry you
kack to still summer evenings
on the porch at Sea Grit when
an easterly wind brought across
the meadows the sound of
breakers, except that this sul
len roar of irom anger wouia
deafen your ecars to evervthing
but its own horror; this thun.
der would stop the very pulsa-
tion of your heart with jts sénse
