One of the most impressive
results of the war is our changed
attitude internationally ; a
change which has mot yet been
fully appreciated. But take 1t
as we may, we are no longer a
recluse among nations, for we
have stepped out boldly into
the Furopean arena, spending
blood and treasure lavishly in
proof of otr determination to up-
hold great national ideals. Quite
unexpectedly we developed great
power in world politics, large-
ly  because of our dis
interested position; and it may
be taken for granted that we
will neither relinquish that
nower nor shirk its obligations,
Qur President has set forth
certain ideals, intended for the
good of mankind as much as for
ourselves, Difficult as they may
be of realization, they correctly
represent. the views of the Ame-
rican people, and form one of
the most precious contributions
of the war toward establishing
the future peace of the world.
Mr. Wilson will certainly have
the approval of the majority of
patriotic . Americans in his ef-
forts toward establishing a
league of nations; and even
should he not entirely succeed
in his high project, he wiil at
least have st forth a living
ideal which time and common
interest may eventually turn into
a practical reality,

The war quickly ¢hanged this
country from a debtor nation to0
next the chief creditor nation of
the world; stimulating our for
cign trade to such a degree that
in less than five years our ex-
ports increased 150 per cent and
our imports 50 per cent, In even
less time than that we absorbed,
net, $3,000,000,000 securities, and
have also loaned to our Allies
sbout $10,000000,000 net. Ouwur
national wealth 1s estimated to
have increased about 40 per cent;
our bank clearings nearly %0 per
cent. As a maritime plwer we
have leaped almost from the bot-
tom to a good second, having
3,000,000 tons already completed
and 13,000,000 tons projected, In
spite of the diversion of our
economic energies and the con-
sequent dislocation of labor, we
produced more than half the
world’s supply of copper and ojl
Of steel and cotton we already
produce vastly more” than any
other nation, We raised larger
quantities of grain and cattle
than ever in our history, and
Mr. Hoover has told us that we
must send not less than 20,000,
000 tons of food this year to
starving Europe, which ecan
safely be done without causing
any scarcity at home. In truth,
the United States has found it-
seli internationally.

In foreign trade we are sure
of great develogment. Tmmense
quantities of commodities, crude

will be wanted in Europe for re-
construction, France and Ger-
many can supply but little
Britain is already well prepared,
and s making a prompt start;
but much of her greatly revits
alized energy will be cohsumed
in the new development of her
own empire, The United States
will, therefore, come in for a
liberal share of this new demand.
We, too, are making ambitious
plans for trade development in
South America and the Far East,
sand many new opportunities will
be .opened by this great war,
Several of our great banking in-
stitations are abive to the future,
and American branch banks are
opening all over the world, Un-
der the Webb law, designed to
permit combinations of  export-
ers, very extensive preparations
are being made, and many large
industrial corporations  have
joined  these  organizations,
Small concerns have equal op
portunity with the larger under
the Webb law, which was also
intended to avoid possible con-
flict with the Sherman Anti-
Trust law. During 1919 we may
look for a large expansion of ex-
ports and a very considerable
growth of imports, altho the
latter, under present conditions,
cannot be expected to keep pace
with the former, and we sghall
still continue to be a leading
creditor nation. The only means
by which these debts can bej
settled and by which foreign
ceuntries can buy our products
is for a liberal granting of cre-

wider investment of American
capital in foreimn enterprises.
This is a new but necessary de-
parture, and one that will ulti-
r?;telly lead to an inc;useﬂo! na-
tiona gperity and influence,
When ?!::rptanmowing is ended
we will be iz a position to grant
these credits freely, having more
free capital than any other
country; also having large gold
supplies and a growing income
from our foreign holdings, the
proceeds of which to a very con-
siderable extent can be profit-
ably employed abroad.

Though we have suilered less
and spent less than some of our
Allies on the war, its effects
bave in some respects been al-
most as marked here as there.
Great social and political changes

are inevitable, Some of them
have already occurred, and
others will follow. Even now

we are unconscigusly in a quiet
and orderly revg‘;:xlion. Extra-
ordinary incursions have been
made by the Government into
business. Many new functions
were projected, and official ac-
tivities were tremendously ex-
panded into entirely new fields.
Not a few ol these activities are
sure to remain, despite demobili-
zation; and whether Government
ownership of public utilities ex-
pands or not, it is certain that
Government regulation of in-
dustry in some form or other is
destined to grow to much wider
proportions.

Industrial demobilization 1is
proceeding even more rapidly
than the mijlitary; and the Gov-
ernment has  taken  itself
very largely out of business by
January 1st. For months past
practically all finance, commerce
and industry have beep under
stringent public control for pur-
ppse of winning the war. DBy
means of price fixing, licensing
and other methods the Govern-
ment assumed supervision ot
nearly all forms of production,
distribution, transportation- and
finance. Upon many occasions
such rules pressed hard upon all
branches of individual and cor-
porate cnterprise, and business
men naturally grew restive under
the delays and uncertainties
thus incurred; not to speak of
the friction and trouble caused
by inesperienced and.arbitrary
officials. All drawbacks were,
however, cheerfully endured for
patriotic reasons, and mow our
manufacturers, bankers and
merchants, aiter real experience
as to what it means to have the
Government in business, are re-
joicing over the prompt approach
to| normal conditions. At the
close of the year the railroads,
shipping, telegrapbs and tele-
phones remain under Govern-
ment control: and a measure of
regulation over foreign ex-
change, gold and bank credits is
still in existence. The Govern-
ment also holds immense quanti-
ties of merchandise which must
be sold, and still exercises more
or less control over wheat and
meat prices. In other respects,
however, public regulation has
almost completely disappeared

American finances are in bet-
ter shape than those of any bel-
igerent because the strain has
been less, and resources relativ-
¢ly greater. Great Britain has
assumed a huge load, which,
through skilful handling and the
varied resources of her great em-
pire, she is abundantly able to
sustain., France, too, is equal to
the heavy burden thrust upon
her; but both Germany and Rus.
sia are overwhelmed by infla-
tion, and threatened with repud-
iation and bankruptcy. There
has, of course, been considerable
inflation in this country, as is
always the case in war; but
thanks to our Federal reserve
system and the rigid conserva-
tism of our bankers we have
never crossed the danger line,
The efforts for raising such im-
mense sums for ourselves and
our Allies have been titanic,
naturally absorbing the country's
savings so completely that little
or no capital was available for,
ordinary enterprises. This scar
city of money and capital must
he endured for some months
longer, owing to the urgency of
after-wir requirements, which
will necessitate a further post-

ement of new ventures

heavy rush for capital must be
expected; and the only check

wpon inordinate development will

be high interest rafes and high
commodity prices; oonditions
which are not likely to disappear
al & very early date . ...

friendly spirit can be established
between capital and labor, in-
cluding recognition of their com-
mon interest and co-operation to
such ends, there will be no ser-
ious trouble....

For business men the outlook
