THE PRESIDENT’S PROCLAMATION,

FREEDOM TO SLAVES IN

: REB
LIOUS STATES. EL.

Wasnixaros, September 22,

I, Abraham Lincoln, President of the
Unsied Siates of America, and Comman-
der-iu-Chief of the Army and Navy
thereof, do hereby proclaim and declare,
that hereafter, as before, the war will
be prosecuted for the object of practical-
ly restoring the constitotional relation
between the United States and the peo-
ple thereof in which States that relation
is or may be suspended or disturbed;
that it is my purpose upon the next meet-
ing of Congress to again recommend the
adoption of a practical measure tending
pecuniary aid for the free acceptance or
rejection of all the Slave States so-called,
the people whereof may not then be in
rebellion against the United Siates, and
which States may then have volumarily
adopted or thereafier may voluntarily
adopt the immediate or gradual abolish-
ment of slavery within their respective
limits, and that the eflorts to colomze
persons of African descent, . with their
consent, upon the continent or elsewhere
with the previously obuained consent of

continued.
That on the st day of January, in the

year of our Lord eighteen hundred and
sisty-three, all persons held as sluves|
within any State, or any designated parts |
of a State, the people whereof shall then
be in rebellion against the Unned States,
SHALL THEN BE THENCEFORWARD AND
rorever FREE, and the Execuuve
Government of the United States, inclu- |
ding the military and naval authority
thereof, will recognize and maintain the

acl or acts to repress such persons, or any
of them, in the efforts they may make for
their actual freedom.

That the Executive will on the first
day of Januvary aforesaid, by proclama-
tion designate the States and paris of
States in which the people thereof re-

spectively shall then be in rebellion
against the United Siates, and the fact
that any State or the people thereof shall
on that day be 1n good faith represented
in the Congress of the United States, by
members chosen thereto at elections
whenever a.majority of the qualified vo-
ters of such State shall have participated,
shall, in the absence of strong counter-
vailing testimony, be deemed conclusive
evidence that such State and the people
thereof have not been in rebellion againts
the United States.

That attention is hereby called to an
act of Congress entitled an act to make
an additional article of war, approved
March 13, 1562, which act is in the
words and figures following :

Be it enacled by the Senate and House
of Represeniatives of the United Slales in
Congress assembled, That hereafter the
following shall be promulgated as an ad-
ditional article of war for the government
of the army of the United Siates, and
shall be ebeyed and observed as such:

Article 1st. All officers or persons in
the military or naval service of the Uni-
ted State, are prohibited from employing
any of the forces under their respective
commands for the purpose of rewrning
fugitives from service or labor, who may
have escaped from any person to whom
such service or labor is claimed to be due,
and any officer who shall be found guilty
by a courtmartial of violating this article,
shall be dismissed from the service.

Article 2d. Jnd be il further enacted,
That this ac: shal take effect from and
aller its passage.

Also, to the 9th and 10th section of
an act entitled an act to suppress insur-
rection and to punish treason and rebel-
[ion; to seize and confiscate property of
rebels and other purposes, approved July
17th, 1562, and which sections are in the
words and figures fotlowing :

Sec. 9. Jnd be it further enacled, That
all slaves of persons who shall hereafter
be engaged in rebellion against the Gov-
ernment of the United Siutes, or who
shall in any way give aid and comfort
thereto, and escaping from such persons
and taking refuge within the line of the
army, and all slaves captured from such
persons, or deserted by them and coming
ander the control of the Covernment of
the United states, and all slaves of such
on or being within any place occupied by
the forces of the United States, shall be
deemed captives of war, and shall be
forever free of their servitude and not
again serve as slaves.

Sec. 10. And beit further enacfed, That
no slave escaping intoany slave territory,
or the District of Columbia, from any of
the Siates, shall ce delivered up, or in
any way impeded or hindred of his lib-
erty, except for crime or some offence
against the law, unless the person claim-
ing said fugitive shall first make oath
that the person to whom tue labor or ser-
vitude of such fugitive is alleged 1o be
due is his Jawful owner, and has not been
in arms against the United States in the
present rebellion, zor In any way given
aid or comfort thereto; and no person
engaged in the military or naval service
of the United States, shall, under any
pretense whatever, assume to decide on
the vallidity of the claim of any person
to the service or labor of any other per-
son or surrender up any such person to
the claimant, on pains of being dismissed
from the service.

And I do hereby enjoin upon and order
all persons engaged in the military and
naval sertice of the United States to ob-
serve, obey and enforce within their re-
spective spheres of service, the act and
sections above recited, and the Executive
will in due time recommend all citizens
of the United States who shall have re-
mained loyal thereto thranghous. the re-
bellibn, shalll, upon the restoration of the
constitutional relations between the Uni.
ted States and the respective States and
the people thereof within the relation
shall have been suspended or disturbed,

When such persons shall so
have enrolled their pames and formed
themselves into such companies, each
company shall proceed to elect one Cap-
tain, 1wo Lieutenants, to be denominated
first and second Licutenants, respective-
ly, four sergeants and four corporals,
each election to be by ballot, and imme-
diately after such elgctions shall have been
heyd the Secietary of the meeting shall
trapsmit to the Adjulant General of the
Territory complete returns of such elec-

of each regiment. and shall hold their
offices, respectively, until the first Tues-
day of April, 1863, when each regiment
shall proceed, by the commissioned offi-
cers of companies therein, to elect such
officers, who shall hold their offices for
the term of four years, and until their
successors shall be elected and commis-
sioned. _

Sec. 4. Such field officers shall appoint
such other officers for the regiment as
may be recognized by the miilitary system
of the United States, each of which shall
hold his office for the same term as the
officers who may appoint them.

Sze. 5. Volunteer companies may be
formed within any portion of this Terri-
tory, of not less than thirty in number,
which companies, when formed, shall be
officered as provided in section two of
this Act, and shall be commissioned by
the Governor ot the Territory.

Sec. 6. Each volunteer company shall,
when formed, proceed to uniform them-
selves 1n any manner & majority of each
company may determine, and they may
either arm and equip themselves, or may
receive their arms and equipments from
the Governor of the Territory, as they
may determine. Provided, That when
ever any company shall receive their
equipments from the Territory they shall
receipt for the same, and such arms shall
be held as the property of the Territory.

Sec. 7. Such volunteer companies shall
meet for drill at least once in each month.
and shall also meet at all general drill
meetings of the military erganization of
this Territory, and all such compaunies or
members thereof, afier having so per-
formed military service for the term of
seven years shall forever thereafter, in
time of peace, be exempt from the per-
formance of military duty in this Terni-
tory.

Szc. 8. The Captain of such company
shall see to it that all persons residing
within their respective counties shall en-
roll their names in some company, either
of the volunteer or regular militia; and
after such companies shall have formed,
any person coming within the provisions
of this act, and wilfully failing and neg-
lecting 1o so enroll himself or themselves
shall for each week they shall so fail be
fined in any sum not less than one dollar
and not more than five dollars, to be re-
covered in any Justices’ Court, in the
usual manner for the collection of debts,
of the proper county, on the information
of any person, and the fine so collected
shall be applied to the school funds of the
county in the same manner as other fines
going in the same fand.

Sxc. 9. Any member of any company
either volunteer or regular wmiliua, who
shall willfully fail and neglect 10 appear
for drill at such times and places as may
be appointed under and in accordance
with the provisions of this act, shall for
every such failure be fined in any sum
not exceeding one dollar for each day
they shall so willfully fail or neglect to
appear.

Sec. 10. All clergymen in regular
standing in the different religious denom-
inations in this Territory, all post masters,
county clerks, county treasurers, justices
of the peace, sheriffs and constables, and
all persons not of sound mind, and those
who are physically disabled, are hereby
exempted from the provisions of thisact.

Sec. 11. The fines under the 9th sec-
tion of this act may be collected in any
manner provided by any general militia
law as shall be adopted by such company
