Many of thee
men are not articularly anxiotfs to
make money by their farming opera-
tions, bat xvant a good home on thrir
country farms, ami hope at lean to
make thera g, ex c t as re-
gards interest on the investment and
they can a.iord and arc wdling to par
an intelligent man. who understands
his bn-ine- ss well enough to farm upon
his own account, all that he cau possi-
bly earn as a farm manager or work-
man And there should ne a larger
number of yo ng men ready to fill such
places The fact is. the places are
much more abundant than are the men
to fill them. There h--- s scarcely been a
time for year? that we could not find a
good place for a good man on a farm.
where the j ay wo Id be all that he
could earn, whether it were much or
little--

As trade and manufacturing re now
carried on in this coaatry. the number
who are employed is "comparatively
very small who can ever hope to stand
at the hezd of a large manufactariBg or
trading hoose. To become foreman
or overseer of a department s the height
of their ambition, while the great ma-
joritv would be well contented if tbey
could be assured of steady employment
in the minor places.

On the farms the ca?e is qmite differ-
ent, lew seem willing to wot for
others, bat aU are in haste to strike est
for themselves, and that before they
have half learned their bsuiaem. o
better eride ce of the trath of this is
needed than a look at the conditio, of
the majority of those who raa. ia dent
for farm".
