Near-sightedness is most frequently
an  acquired condition, !Imug:{l the
tendency to this defeet may, and in the
majority of cases probahly does, exist
at birth. That it is one of the unhappy
results of our modern eivilization and
our closer application to intellectual
pursuits can not be guestioned.  No
one ever heand of a near-sighted Indian,
and before our eivil war the full-blooded
Southern negro was equally exempt
from this defect. The difference be-
tween the eves of children who attend
the public schools of our large ecities
where their brains are developed at the
expense of their bodies —nm& of those
residing in the country, wher: at most
only one-half of the year is devoted to
school duties, can not have failed to at-
tragt the attention of all observant per-
sons.
