The United States authorities immediately
released Fuller and rescued his property,
Indian Agent Tufts, in dismissine the case,
said: “The Cherokee authorities have no
right to arrest and take possession of the
property of a United States citizen, under
such circumstances.” This is a test case
and virtually annuls that part of the Chero-
