More cepecially is it proper
juet now when the vindictiveness of the
soldier hating clement i g6 congpicuons
Iy shown by the doings in Washington,
that it would seem that the pension bu
rean 8 being  resolved  into o osort of

ungenerous  and unpatriotie., 1f gome
of our friemds in their enlogios on the
soldier glop over a little sometimes, it s
kindly intended, and does not  hurt,
But the cutting off of an old man's pen-
gion on 4 mere technicality is “the most
unkindest cut of all.”
