BUILDER,
Charaoter, that most important and
best part of our being, the only part
which is valuable in this life and
which can be taken to the life beyond,
is mot a gift of nature, It must be
builded. Then who are the builders?

All are architeots of fate, working
in these walls of time,” but in thé
building of character, the teacher has
been in past ages and is in the present
age the most important factor. Hol-
land said, A teacher should be the
strongest and most angelic man that
breathes,” and it is true, for no other
person has so much to do with shap-
ing the character of people and of na-
tions,

We read history's pages and find
that the natious which have been not.
od for she highest civilization and best
government  becameo such chiefly
through the iofluence of their best
teachers, Socrates, Plato and Aris-
totle, by teaching morality and virtue,
gave to ancient Greece what 1t could
have obtained in no other way, ‘Their
influence upon the character of that
nation had an inestimable value. And
80 on down through the ages until the
present time, the countries which have
bad the best schools and teachers,
have been the best nations,

The influence of parents and home
life should not be undervalued. Plato
said, “That the Greek parents were
more eareful about the manners and
morals of the youth than about his
letters and musie,

The sawe is true of parents to-day,
for Jthese are mwany whose greatest
oare is to “Train up the child in the
way he should go.”

Some will say that no other person
oan have so great an influence on the
oharacters of children as the parents
themselves, It is true that charaoter
building begins in the home, There
the ehild receives his first knowledge
of right and wrong; thore the fonnda-
tion of character 1s laid. But when
we consider that no ether person
spends so much time with children as
the teacher, we will not hesitate to
say that his position as character
builder is second to none, if not first.
The Christian teacher who spends sev-
en hours each day, five days each
week, for nearly three fourths of the
year, with his pupils, can not fail to
help them form habits which will be
part of thoir character through life,
And the time between the ages of six
aod twenty-one is more importantasa
character building period than the first
six years of a ehild's life,

The first thought that enters the
teacher's mind when a “new scholar”
enters the school roow is that concern-
ing his character, His disposition and
inolinations, good ur bad, are soon dis-
covered, and whether the foundation
that has already been made, is one
upon which the structure may be con-
tinued, or one which must be torn
down and 1eplaced must be decided
Ly the teacher.

son—something higher and purer, We
would say then, that it 1s right to im-
itate, and would present to our pupils
all the beautiful and noble lessons
which history teaches.

Help them to become familiar with
the lives of good men and women un-
til they are filled with & desire to lead
good and useful lives also., Lead
them to see and love all thatis beauti-
ful and good in nature.
