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FOSSILIZED TREES.

IMMENSE FORESTS THAT HAVE TURN-
ED TO STONE.

An Tosight Into the Mighty Operations of
Nature—One of the Many Wonders of
the Great Yellowstone National Park
Fosail Forest Ridge.

The Yellowstone National park is
called the wonderland of America, and
since the destruction of the New Zea-
land geyser anga it is perhaps entitled
to be called the wonderland of the
world, for within {ta limits the most
varied of nature's workings may be ob-

its precipitons canyons and rushe
m cataracts, its anow capped mountain
peaks and mirrored lakes make it of
surpassing interest. The lover of nat-
ural stenery may linger long over ke
beauties and its wondera.

From the geological point of view it
is also of grent interest, for here may
be found rooks that zange in age froin
the moat ancient of whioch we have any
kn to those in process of forma-
tion at presgnt moment. The eu-
perheated «of the hot springs and
geysers hold a e amonut of rook-
making mnterial in solution, which is
deposited about the openings of the
springs on the cooling of the waters, and
in this way building up a mass of great
magnitude. These springs and geysers
are oonstantly breaking out in mew
places, often on the borders or in the
forestes of living trees. The troes are
killed at once by the hot water, and on
becoming withered and dry begin soon
to take up the rookmaking solution by
which they are bathed, and thus to pass
into the fosail state.

Conditions similar to these, or at least
favorable to the preservation of fossil
forests, appear to have existed from a
remote time, for there is evidence to
show that the fossil forests were pre-
soerved before the most active of the hot
spring phenomena were inaugurated.
These fossil forests are located in the

northeastern corner of the Yellowstone
Natdonal park, at a place known locally
as Ametliyst mountain, or Fossil Forest
ridge, This is really a mountain some
ten miles long and rising nealry or quite
2,000 feet above the general level of the
valley. 1If it were possible to cut a sec-
tion down through this mountain, ns a
slice is cut from a loaf of bread, there
would be found a succession of at least
16 fossil forests, one above another—
that is to sny, at some remote day, geo-
logically speaking, there grew a great
forest, which was covered up the
ojected material from a
rivaling in size Mount
Imown to have existed some miles to
the north. The trees were entombed in
an upright position, and under the ao-
tion of silica charged waters were fossil-
ized. The nction of the voloano ceased,
and quiet wos restored for a sufficient
length of time for a second forest to be
developed above the first. Then came a
secoud outburst from the voleano, and
this forest was buried and fossilized like
the first, and 8o, in turn, Bave fhe dozen
ormureforem ﬂonrishadandheenen-
gulfed.

Then came the fioal quiet, the rum-
bling of the voleano ceased, and its fires
were extinguished. But immediately
the action of the elements began, and
the wearing forces of rafn and frost, act-
ing through long ages, have carved ont
this mountain, in the heart of which
may beread the story of its origin. This
denudation appears to have been nnac-
companied by any of the violent move-
ments 80 often characteristic of mountain
building, and consequently when the
softer mdterinl is worn away from
around the trunks they stand upright in
the exact positions in which they grew

The
largest trunk is 183¢ feet in ciroumfer-
ence and nbont 15 feet in height. It is
considerably weathered and must have
been much Mryger when living, for the
bark is in no place presrved. The oth-
ers—and there are dozens of them—are
slightly smaller, and have been weath-
ered down until, in most cases, only a
few inches can be seen above the sme
face. 8o perfeotly are they preserved
that each stump shows the annual rings
as distinctly visible as in a freshly omt
living tree, and even each tiny cell, with
{ts fine and delicate markings, is abso-
lutely perfeot.

WATER POWER,

American and Kuropean Methods of ll’dil
it In & Large Way.

The standard American method of
utilizing a large amount of water power
has hitherto been to distribute the wa-
ter to the several consumers or mill
owners by means of asystem of head
races, 8o called, with facilities for ita
discharge at a lower lavel, to be utilized
a8 the owner or lessee saw fit, and gen-
erally on his own premises. This led to
long head canals and to insignificant
tail races, whereas the Niagara plant con-
sists of a common tail race, a mile and a
half long, with comparatively insignifi-
cant head races, The old time water
power company sold or leased the r!ght
to draw a definite quantity of water at
defined times, with the privilege of dis-
charging it at a lower level, and the
mill owner did the rest, whereas at
Niagara Falls the right is leased to dis-
oharge & definite quantity of water into
the tail race tunnel, with the privilege of
drawing this quantity from the head
cafal, or from the river. But over and
abgye this the produot—power—may be
contracted for at Niagara Falls, deliv-
ared on the shaft,
