PRINTING BY TELEGRAPH.

An Eloctrieal Typewriter That Transmits
Printed Charncters.

The printing telegraph, though a de-
vice of comparatively recent develop-
ment, hos boen the subject of censoloss
investigation, and practical workers in
eloctricity have @irected their wholo at-
tention in some instances to the trans-
mission of messages and the recording
of them in plain Roman charactevs,

Its addvantages are simply thoso of an
olectrical typewriter, by means of which
tho messngo is printed in the presence
of the transmitting operator in page
form, ard a duplicate of the same print-
ed at nll tho receiving stations on the
line, whother it bo a long or short cir-
onit. A single transmission prints it
simultaneonsly in page form ready for
the compositor’s case in all the news-
paper offices of suny eitica

It s mid to dikx iaferially from adl
dlher known melms of teRgraphy in one
duantinl particminr.  In it the impulses
move the instromuents, swhereas in othor
wystems tho instruments move the im-
pulse—that is to say, the transmitter of
the message is caused to run by o sepa-
rate power. No combination of elec-
trical impulse or currents is employed.
An even succession of dots or impulses,
which operate the polarized relay arma-
ture at the roceiving station, places the
revolving type wheel in the required
position, when the local mechapism
causcs the letter to be printed.

The apparent impossibility of trans-
mittdng printed characters 500 or 1,000
miles over a single wire at once presents
itself to the mind, and it is overcome in
this eystem, it is asserted, in a very
simple way. Each letter of the alphabet
is represented by & certain number of
impulses, which revolve the type wheel
to the roquired position, when the let-
ters are struck by the local mallet,

Fourteen impulses represent the en-
tire nlphabet, making a complote revolu-
tion of the type wheel, which may be
turned 200 revolutious per minute, thus
socuring very rapid prinsivg. Its advan-
tage also is that of absolute secrecy ns a
means of communication. The advan-
tage of the printing telegraph for the
transmission of news to the newspaper
offices is unquestionably o sabject com-
manding attention on the part of pro-
gressive proprietors.—Paper and Press,

Too Much Machimery.

““Do you know the curse of modern
journplism?'’ asked an old journalist
the other day.

“It's the typowriter. It destroys orig-
inality. It gives to everything that is
written & mechanical touch. There's
no style or individuality about anything
composed on o typowriter.

“You will find that the newspaper
writers in all the larger offices use type-
writers, The use of them has extended
in muny other directions. Mgr. SBatolli
has one. But wherever you flud a man
writing on one and composing as he
writes you will find that his‘work ie
emumnped, mechanical, windmaginative,

fhout the slightest touch of fancy o

ality.

**(i0 into the offices of the big dailies
and yon will find the young men who
make the papers scated at o typewriter,
grinding ount columus of colorless, un-
readable stuff for the paper. You can't
turn out thonght by machinery, and the
young men who write their matter for
the press on typewriters never rise above
the level of medioority. Go into the
composing rooms of the big dailies, too,
und you will find the printers setting
type by machinery. No style about that,
It's straight, stiff, formal, unattractive,
without any individuality, It takes the
human touch to give the proper life and
color to anything, There's too much
machinery. ''—Atlanta Constitution.
