Andd Treed his soul the nearest way
Mr., McKeighan, whose death we
chronicle this week was a most remark-
able man. He had a rough exterior but
epcased within him abeart whose bound.
lees generoeily excecded everything eleo.
He had lived in Red Cloud for fifteen
years and wus woll known to all. One
thing can be said of him, and that is
“that what position ne
occupied, whother great or smull he
was the samoe man and lved that way™
liis power of speech wis simple and
sloguent, having the faculty of portreay
ing in living words his thoughts 1o euch
a manner as to fascinnte hin hegrors no
difference what their politieal crecis
were, In bis early history he was & re-
publican and afterwards espoused the
democratic cause on account of that
party’s tariff policy suiting bhis ideas
better. When the peopie’s independent
party sprung into existence be naturally

foll into their ranks, having aflinted
with the farming element during his
entire life.

Hea had his enemies, politically, but
he rarely, it ever, abusod them for it,
allowing ench individual the same pre-
rogative that he held dear, of chaosing
his own political afMlintions.

He was a powerful debuter and born
to lewd men,

His life's study wus on the tariff ques-
tion and government economics, and on
those topics he was a storehouse of in-
formation, varrying facts and figures at
hie finger's ends, alwaye ready to admit
an errcr and a8 equally ready to defend
what he thought to be right.

It is notin our province to disouss his
politicul views at this time, and there-
fore desist, sufice it to eay, although he
differed widely fromour viewa politically
yet he was a pleasant neighbor, a good
citizen and a patriotic defender of his
country. He did not hold steadfastly to
many of the policea enunciated by the
political purties with which he was want
to train, but did not widely differ with
them in the main,

As i congressman he served his party
well and it will be many a day before
the populist party of this district will
find u loader that will be able to hold
their people within the bonda of party
linea us ho hid. He has gons and “ma y
he wrap the drapery of his couch about
him and lie down to plessant dreams.”

About three weeks ago while out over
the state on business he felt badly and |
while in that condition he visited Supt.
Robt. Damerell of the asylum ut Has-
tings, and it was while there that the
end came, Two days before his death
he was in the doctlor's office, but he con-
tinvully grew weaker and Hpully suc-
cumbed to the inevitable and passed
nway, his wife and children being with |
him in his last hours. ;

His body was brought to Red Cloud
on Monday and was met at the depot by
a delegation of the Grand Army und the
Modern Woodmen of America, of which
lodges he was an honorad member.
