There s welghity and abundant evi-
dence, suys Darwin, that the Nowers of
most Kinds of plants are constricted so
as to be occaslonally or  hablitually
cross-fertilized by pollen from nnother
flower, produced elther by  the same
plant, or generally, ns we shull here-
ufter seo reason (o holieve by o distinet
plant, Cross-fortilization s sometimes
insiured by the gsexen holng separated,
and in o Jarge number of ciuses by the
pollen and stigma of the same flower
belng matured at differont times, 1t 18
also Insured, in muany coscs, by me-
chanical contrivances of  wonderful
beauty, preventing the Impregnation of
the flowers by their own pollen. Again,
there fs a clasg in which the ovule ab-
solutely refuse to be fertilized by pollen
from the same plant, but can be fer-
Ulized by pollen from any other indl-
vidual of the same species,  There are
also very many specles which are par-
tially sterile with thelr own pollen,
Lastly, thers Is a class In which the
flowers present no appiarent obstacle
of any Kind to self-fertilization; never-
theless, these plants are frequently fn-
tercrossed, owing to the propotency of
pollen from another individunl or vari-
ety over the plant's own pollen, There
are, however, some cases which seem
especiully contrived for self-fertiliza-
tion. The number is much  smaller
than would be supposed by a hasty ob-
servation,

Water for House Plants.

Roainwater s best, as nothing is
more certaln than that hard water will
Kill hard-wooded, flne-rooted  plants,
It should  be ueed at o temperatire
somewhit near that of the room, and i«
improved by exposiure to sun and alr.
When kept in tanks below ground it is
frequently rendered as hard as spring
water from s abrorbing magnesia or
lime from the materinls of which the
wills  of the clstern are composed,
Btronger liguids, containing gome ma-
nurial matter In  solution, if given,
ghould generally be done at the perfod
of Mowerlng, Such solutlon shonld be
wenk and clear. All over stimulation
of (he plant-system should be avoided,
some plants bear it, but others, as In
the varnation and the rose, a distortion
of the flower may ensue, The stamen
may change Into petals, petals into
leaves, or the flower may become alto-

Fegg Eating Hens,

1 have had gome hens eat thelr egegs
where laid, but find that it almost al-
ways oceurs In mbidwinter or early
spring when the birds are short of
grit, It generally commences by lay-
ing soft shelled eges or laylog off the
roosts ut night, when they have an op-
portunity to roll the eges around and
peck at them, When the spring §s
fairly on and the laying season in full
swing, 1 have never been bothered ex-
cept by on occaslonal case, and i1 1
can detect thnt hen off goes her head,
My sitting hens never bother me by
ciulting the eggs set under them, unless
I happen to put In an egg that has a
very soft shell and It gets broken in
the nest, or o some case where the
nest is made in such a manner that
the hen has to drop into it from too
great helght, and thus accidentally
break an egg.  But those accidents 1
usually guard against after one experi-
ence.
