‘‘Lientennnt Colonel Nuiz wished to
have on Interview with me and I did
not grant it beeanso I knew he wanted
to talk about my accepting autonomy.
1 know the word wns sent to him to
give it up, and his friends in HHavana,
who also know e, sdvised him also
to glve it up. He, however, persisted
and his temerity lost hlin his life, 1
eannot be unfaithful to my onth todie
or to obtain independonce from the
Spanish yoke, which four days prev-
loualy I had signed, together with my
companions In arms in this province,
in the protest Issucd. As asoldier it
was my duty to order a summary
covrt-martial, which tried Lieutenant
Colonel Rulz and had him executed

BCOVEL SEES GOMEZ

HAvANA, Dea 31.—When the insur-
gents sent word to General Gomez'
eamp that two Americans, United
Statea Consul Madrigal and Sylvester
Beovel the New York eorrespondent,
were on their way to headquarters to
indues General Gomer to surrender,
General Gomez directed that both be
eonrt-martinled on the spot, but on
learning that they were apecial en-
voys from Secretary Shorman, acting
under ordera of Presldent MeKinley,
he inatructed that they be releoased
and agroed to mect thom.

Mr. Madrigal, who is United Statea
eonsul ot Sanotl Spiritus, explainel to
General Gomez that P’resident MeKin-
ley, in accordance with a promise to
Bpain to use his friendly influence
with the insurgents to bring the war
to an end hud selected him (Senor
Madrigal) and Mr. Scovel to earry out
the mmission. Ile then presented See-
retary Bherman's letter to General
Gomez The latter gave orders that
the commiasioners should be treated
with all consideration, and fixed un
appointment for the following day,
promising during the interval to con-
fer with the Cuban government with
referenceo to the netion to be taken

The f{ollowing morning General
Gomez assured Senor Madrigal and
Mr. Scovel that he was much pleased
with the interest shown by

THE PRESS AND PEOPLE
BELLIGERENT.

The Conree of Germany Arrnigned-— One
Paper Declures That It s Japan's Duty
To Suceor Chinn — Russlan  OMeers Di-
recting Affales at the Palace In Pekin,

Wasnixaroxn, Jan. 3.—According to
advices just received from Japan, the
prime minister who rotired Monday
in the course of a reply to a delega-
tion, suld: *With affairs tending to
dangerous developments as is now the
cnse in the East, we shall not hesitute
to ask the Diet for 30,000,000 or even
40,000,000 if necossary.”

The Jiji Shimpo, the most Influen-
tial paper in Japan, contains s seath-
ing arraignment of Germany's course,
declaring that the occupation of Kiao
Chou shows that the laws and tenets
of international morality have ceased
to be anything more than a specious
pretence by European powers, and that
the rule by which their conduct is
really regulated ia *‘tho flesh of the
weak is the food of the strong.”
After declaring that Germany has
thrown off the mask, and has taken the
lead of Western powers in o greedy
struggle to devour Ching, it adds
ns to the attitude of Japan: *“The
conflagration is on the other side of
the river, bat the river is a narrow
ono and the sparks may easily fly
ancross. The lesson for Japan s that
s country's security depends solely
upon Its strength to resist aggression,
and that aggression has come almost
to her own gatex It will not suftice
that she should be merely on the de-
fensive. To preserve what one has
already, it s sometimes necessury to
odd more. A erisis in the Urlent now
confronts Japan, and her undivided
strength must be devoted to guarding
against the perils that menace her.”

ANTI-HANNA COMBINE WINS

Contfol Both Houses of the Ohlo Leg
falature,

Cor.vunva, Ohlo, Jan. 4 —So great
was tho interest in the opening of the
legislature this morning that almost
from daybreak crowls began entaving
the capitol. So intenss was the feel.
ing for and ngainst Senator Ianna,
whose election to the Senate would, it
was penerally felt, depend 1o o large
extent on the rosult of the organiza-
tion of the legislature, that it waa
freely predicted that there would be
serious disorder at the opening of the
session. Many threats were said to
have been made against Charles Kin-
ney, secretary of state, who was to
call the house to order and preside
until a speakor should be sclected. A
strong force of polics was on hand and
theso officers hold ths erowds well In
check.

In the hall of the honse thers was
great excitement while the roll waos
being called and the new members
sworn during the first hour of the ses-
sion.  All of the 100 members were In
their seats,

When the house was organizsd the
name of Alexander Boxwell was pre-
sented as the regular Republican ecan-
didate for speaker and that of Harrey
3 Mason, Republican, of Cuyahoga
county, by Representative Jones, lle-
publican, with two other Republicans
ns seconds as the nominee of the antis
Hanna-Demoeratie combine)

As the balloting prosecded thers
were loud eheers as the Joubtful mem-
bers responded to their names and
when the roll eall approached the
close and Mason secured the necessary
majority there was a long demonstra-
tion thatdelayed the oflicial announce-
ment of the vote. The ballot resulted:
Mason 00, Doxwell 52, us had been
claimed since Saturday by the coms
bined opposition to Senator [Hanna

There was also much excitement
overthe election of aspeaker pro tem.
Speaker Mason had been all along
openly opposed to the re-clection of
Senator Hanna, but John I. GrifMth
of Union county has been claimed by
both sldes The Hanna men say they
counted on him till he was nominated
Saturday by the combine for spealer
pro tem. \When Griffith cast his voto
in a clear voice for Mason for speaker
there was much excitement, which
continued until Griffith was elected
pro tem, by the same vote as that for
speaker.

The regular Republican candidate
for chilef clerk of the houss was John
R. Malloy, secretary of the Republican
state committee, who had held the po-
sition thiree terms nnd was very com-
petent. His voice had been heard at
national conventions, and he was a
favorite, but he was defeated by
Charles I. Gerrish, a Republican, who
had been Kurtz's close lieutenant in
the organization of the opposition to
Senator [Tanna.

The combine slate went through for
all the minor places by the same vote
of 48 to 5%, but after the election of
Gerrish the proceedings were very
quiet, many retiring from the erowded
lobbies and galleries

All of the thirty-six senatora except
Mr. Burke of Cleveland, Republican,
who is opposed to Hanna, were pres-
ent when the Senate was called to or-
der. Mr. Voight, the fusionist from
Cincinnati, voted with the Republie-
ans, but even then the vote stood
18 to 17 in favor of the Dem-
oerats and they elected all the
officers. 0. D. Cassell, Democrat,
was elected chief elerk over A C
Caine, Republican, the latter having
expected re-election by Nurke's pres-
ence, although Burke would mnot sup-
port llnnna.  Cromwell, Democrat,
was elected president pro tem of the
senate, but it is understood that he
will give way to Senator DBurke for
that place ns soon as he shall arrive to
take his seat. The Democeratic organ-
ization of the senate was made com
pleto in a very quiet way.

One of the first things considered
after the organization of the general
assembly is the appointment of a joint
committee on arrangements for the
inauguration of the governor, \When
this joint resolution was presented la
the Sennts the Republicans, as a rule,
declined to vote on account of their
opposition to Governor Bushnell, but
the resolution was adopted by the
Democrats, assisted by Shepard and
Welghtmau, Republicans, and Voight,

fuslonist. Thils action caused quite a
stir about the state house. Shepard
had been considered friendly to those
connocted with the opposition to Sen-
ator Hannn, though he stood by the
eaucus nominations of his party.

At noon the senate took n recesa till
2:30 o'clock without announcement to
the governor that it was ready foe
his message, but this was owing to the
house being enguged in completing ite
orgunization.

There is also talk that ilanna may
withdraw in favor of Judge W. R Day,
assistant secrotary of state, and the
Prosident's trusted friend. Even the
Foraker leaders are sald to be friendly
to him, for he has steered clear of fae-
tional troubles aund been a pencemaker
Hanos will not, however,
withdreaw until he shall be absolutely
certain that he cannot be elected, and
his friends say his action will be al-
most wholly dictated by President
McKinley.

It is conceded that Speaker Mason
will dlspose of all the patronage of
the house in the interest of McKisson
and Bushnell and against Haoua and
with the state executive administration
also against Hannu his defeat is con-
eceded unless radical changes shall ba
made within the next weels,
