The mystery of the “wabbling” of
the earth's axis may be explained In
the opinion of Dr, J. Halm, & German
astronomer, by assuming that the ro-
tation of our planet 18 affected by
changes in the magnetic influences of
the sun. He publishes a comparison
of observations on sun-gpots and on
the Irregular motions of the north pole,
which appears to show a colncldence
between the two phenomena, During
s maximum of sunspots the magnetie
influence of the sun seems to be great-
est, and after the passage of such a
maximum the disturbance of the
earth’'s axis diminishes. The fact
that the earth’s poles of magnetism do
pot correspond in location with its
geographical poles may, Doctor Halm
suggests, indicate how the sun’s dis-
turbing action is applied. When the
magnetism of our globe Is most pow-
erfully excited then the straln along
its magnetlc axis may cause a distor-
tion of the figure of the earth, which
becomes less as the straln diminishes.

Supreme Court Rules on Ken-
tucky Contest,

IT SAYS MR. BECKHAM IS GOVERNOR

Cannot Take Case From Wands of the
Leghalnture—Not m Unsnimons De-
elalon— Four

dudges Dissent

From the Chlef Justice.

A Washington, May 21, special says:
The Kentucky governorship case has
been decided by the United States
supreme court in favor of Heeldhnm,
affirming the decision of the Kentucky
court of appenls

The opinion was handed down by
Chief Justice Faller and the case was
dismissed for want of jurisdiction and
that the dstermination of cases of this
charncter, contests for state offices,
must necessarily be settled by the po-
litieal branch of the government. That
branch had acted in the Kentucky case
when the general assembly took  juris
diction. There was no appeal from
the assembly's decision, which was
favorable to Goebel and Beckham ex-
cept to the tribunal of the people,
which tribunal the chief justice said
was always in session.  He also  said
the case was purely u state case, that
Kentucky was fo full possession of its
faculties as & member of the union and
that there was no emergency at this
time ealling for interference.

The opinion in the Kentucky ease
was not nnanimons, some of the jus
tices dissenting. Justices Brewer, Har-
lan, Brown and McKenna were the
dissenting justices,

DIVIDEND ON DEPOSIT

Ktate to Reallze From Capltal Natlounl
Hank Funds,

Attorney Genernl Smyth has  re-
celved notice that the United States
court of appeals at 8t. Paul had issued
a mandate in the case of MeDonald
agninst the state.  This is the case in
which the state asked that Recciver
MeDonald of the defunet Capital Na-
tional bauk be vrequired to pny a divie
dend on a elaim of the state. The state
had 8236,000 on deposit swhen the bank
failed. The bank was a state depos-
itory at the time. The recciver has
paid other depositors a dividend of 15
per eent, but refused to pay anything
to the state. He has kept back enough
to pay the state's dividend, which
amounts to between 835,000 and 840,
000. The mandate is supposed to vom-
mand the receiver to pay the claim.
Upon its receipt or probably before it
arrives the claim may be paid. Had
the state lost its suit the dividend
would have gone to the individual  de-
positors

Makes Positive Denlal.

The statement that there was to be
a conference between President Cass-
att of the Pennsylvania railrond and
President Perkins of the Chicago, Barl-
Ington & Quincy system is denled pos-
itively at the office of the Pennsylvania
railroad in Philadelphia,  Previous de-
nials of statements regarding the pos-
sibility of the absorption by the Penn-
sylvania of the Burlington or Atchison
systems were  vigorously  repeatoed.
