Che senute seated Senators Ransom
and Liddell of Douglas yesterday, not-
withstanding a vigorous attack on the
committee report by Ransom himself,
Thin pecaliar situation of a member of
the legisluture attncking the report of
the majority side of the house when
that side had consented to permit him
to retain his seat is something unheard
of in the history of the state. Ransom
found fauli with the report bBecause it
did not contain reference to what he
termed bribery and bribetaking of E.
Rosewater. the man who instigated
the contests. The report was adopted
though there was some tulk by the ma-
Jority of withdrawing the report and
unseating the two fosionists. Ran-
som defled the committee to do this,
asserting that he would rather lose his
seat thuu remain silent in regard to
Mr. Rosewater's vonnection with the
South Omaha election frauds,
The committee recommended that
the contest instituted against Oleson
of Cuming, vepublican, be dismissed
because a similine contest in the house
ngainst Hawxby, fusionist, had beey
dismissed, Ax both eases involved
the same question of law, and us the
uestions do not in any manner affect
the spirit of the law, the committee
vecommended dismissal,
