It has been well demonstrated with-
in the last few yonrs that many of
our animals recelve far more food
than they require or than they can
uge to advaniage, Aes A resinlt some
of our akiliful feedoras have eut down
the grain they were feeding to stecrs
five pounds and found they got as good
jesnlts, We have taken it for granted
that the more feed the animale ate
the better it was for them, and the
more force they were developing for
thelr varions needs, As well assert
that it makes no difference how much
fuel we use to do a certain amount of
cooking. We know that In that case a
vagt amonnt of fuel can be absolutely
wasted. One man that had a large
number of stock to feed figured out
the saving to himeelf in the feeding of
pate, He made his figures on a hun-
dred head of animals and with oats
at 40 cents per bushel. By feeding
just the amount of oats required he
uaved one pound per head per day
over what e had been accustomed 1o
feed. This meant 100 pounds per day
for all the animals, 3656 pounds a
year per animal and 36,500 pounds of
oats durlng the year, ‘This weight of
oats, at 22 pounds to the bushel, was
worth $456. That was pretty good pay
for a little expenditure of thought. A
little figuring and observation did the
work.

Oleo In lowa.

The Towa Supreme Court has hand-
ed down another declglon going to
strengithen the position of the state
law on the question of oleomargarine
colored to resemble butter. The siate
law prohibits the selling In the state
of all oleomargarine colored yellow te
resemhble butter, A Chicago company
appealed a case from the lower court
on the contention that the law of
lowa as |t relates to the colorel mat-
ter In oleomargarine Is unconstitu-
tionnl, as the color in the oleomargar-
ine came In naturally by the use of
ingredients natural to the things from
which olcomargarine Is made. The
court holds that It makes no differ-
ence how the color got In; Af the col
oring matter is there in sufficient
quantities to make the oleomargarine
resemhble butter It 18 an illegal prod-
wet, The econrt goes further and de-
clares that the state could, If it
wished, prevent absolutely the sale of
olaomargerine,. The declislon also re-
cites that the original intention in the
manufacture of olcomargarine was to
make it so resemble butter that the
consumer could not tell it from the
thing it imitated and thus permit the
dealers to sell it for butter,

Feeding Pigs and Hogs When Being,
Pastured. 4

It Is always doubtful if it pays to"
try to feed swine on pasture alone,
though this {8 often done. Plgs will
make a growth on pasture, especially

if it contains much elover; but we
doubt if the farmer is getting as
much out of It as he would be if

he fed the animals an additional ra-
tlon of & more concentrated feed.
In a state of nature the anlmal s
comnelled to get its living from the
herbage of the fields and from the
roots in the ground, but in such &
state it never develops enough flesh
and fat to make it a profitable produoct
for onr meat trade. Ns growth s
then slow and 11s development mus-
cular. It Lecomes wiry, No one
wanis to eat meat from a wiry hog.
| 8o we have to swing away from na-
[ ture, and so feed that the texture of
| the flesh of the animal will be tender,
| To pet thls, quick growth is desired
and this can only be obtained by push-
ing the development by the feoding
of rations in addition to those ob-

talnable by the animal In the woods
and flelds,

Disinfecting Curing Rooma.

Canadians that have charge of num-
bers of curing rooms follow the prac
tice of washing the shelves with some
disinfectant before putting on ereh
bateh of cheese, Both formalin and
corroglve gublimate are used. The
formalin is used at & strength of one
part of formalin to ten of water and
the corrosive sublimate at the rate
of one part of the poison to 1,000 of
water by welght. The formalln is
certainly less dangerous than the

other, 'The objeet of the treatment
is to prevent the devylopment of mold
spores, which make o muey trouble
in mauy of the places whers cleese
I8 ripened.
