OIL MISDEEDS: BARED

REPORT OF COMMISSIONER OF
CORPORATIONS.

Built Up Monopoly Through System
of “Scandalous Railroad Discrimina.
tions" Allowed It and Pipe Lines,
Tightening Its Grip for 35 Years,

Washington, May 20.—That the his

tory and present operation of lhu'
Standard Oil interests “show through- |
out the past thirty-five years a sub-
stantinl monopolization of the |u-trn-‘
lenm Industry of the country, a 1l(-]ih-|
erate destruction of competition and
a consequent control of that Industry |
by less than a dozen men, who have
reaped enormous profits therefrom,”
largely through abuse of transporta
tion facllities, Is charged In a report |
just submitted to President Roosevelt |
by Commissloner of Corporations Her
Bert Knox Smith, Part one of the re
port was made public and other parts
will follow. Certain Information ac
quired is withheld for the present, in
accordanes with instruetions of the
president, who feels that their publi
cation might interfere with the prose
cution of the government's suits pend: |
ing against the Standard Ofl company
and Its subsidiary companies. The
report containg ®he net results of a
etudy of the petroleum business duor
ing the year 1904, It Is the first offi
cial statement of the operations and
methods of the Standard Ol company,
hy which, the report states, through
“geandalous rallway diseriminations”
and other unlawful devices they have |
gecured and maintained an “exclusive
domination of the petroleum indus
try.”

It is stated that in 1904 the Standard
and affillated concerns “refined over
856 per cent of the crude oil run
through refineries, produced more
than 86 per cent of the country's total
output of illuminating oil, and trans
ported through pipe lines nearly nine
tenths of the ernde oil of the older
fields and 98 per cent of the crude ofl
of the mid-continent fleld.”

The report points out the monopoly
enjoyed by the company does not rest
on the ownership of the source of the
oil supply, which amounts to about
only one-sixth of the total, but *that
its growth and present power rosts
primarily on the control of the trans
portation factlities,

“After the railroad rebate was aban
doned, the company.,” the report con
tinnes, “was able to establish a sys
tem of secret, or open diseriminations
of rates in its favor throughont prae
tically the entire country, Having es
tablshed Its monopoly of the pipe T
business, the company substantially
refuses to act as a common carrvier.

It Is shown that the Standard con
trole not only the wholesale, but alse
the retail teade in oil.  In conclusion.
the report savs it Is apparent that the
dominating position of the Standard
0il company in the oil industry has
largely heen secured by the abuse ol
transportation facilities, first, by fia
grant diseriminationg obtained from
railroads:; second, hy a refusal 1o op
erate {ts pipe line system so as to ex
tend to independent interests the ben
efits to which they were hoth morally
and legally entitled, while at the same
time the Standard has prevented such
independent interests from construct
ing lines of their own.
