WASS OF FLANES

WIDE DISTRICT DEVASTATED

Fully a Hundred Lives Known to be
Lost—Territory of One Hundred
Square Miles All Aflame
and Fighters Helpless,

Ag a result of bush fires the town of
Fernle, B, ¢, I& wiped off the map as
& child cleans a slate. Michel, fou-
teen miles distant, I8 In flames, and
the fate of Hosner, Olsen and Spar-
wood, intervening towns, s in donbe,
they being cut off from all communica-
tion. Over 100 Jives are known fo
have been lost, sevenly-four of them
in Fernle. A territory of 100 square
miles in extent is a seething mass of
flames., Through It are scattorsd hun-
dreds of lumbermen nol prospectors,
so that the actual loss of life will not
be known for days. The properties of
the Canadian Pacific and Great North-
ern  rallways ware  destroyed, the
bridges and rolling stack being in such
condition that Is Is lmpossihle to enter
or leave the burned area.

The inhabitants of the townsg have
fled to open distriets in the vicinin
in the hope of safety., The rallway
companies have placed nll avallable
trafns at thelr digposal, and unlesy
there 18 a chiange of wind the whole of
the Crow's Nest Pass country will be
left to the flames. The conflagration
is the worst which has ever heen wii-
nesged in Canada and ranks only with
the San Francisco disaster. For the
paet month forest fires have been rag
ing In the mountaing of the Elk plver
valley country, but they have not heen
considered serious, Saturday morning
a heavy wind sprang up from the cres:
of the mountains to the west of
Fernle. They ran down the west slde
and early In the afyernoon the flanies
appeared over the mountain side, and
before a fire guard could he organized
had entered the town,» Within an hour
the town was doomed aud the inhabi-
tants sought safety in tlight, leaving
their all behind them. The only bulid
ings remalning are six small shacks on
the banks of the Elk river, the offices
of the Urow's Nest Coal company and
the Fikes Woodware company. The
oMces of the Canadian Pacifle rallway
and the Great Northern are gone, o
gether with all of the rolling stock In
the yards, the sleeping car Osceoln be-
ing the only car left,  One hundred
ctire of coke, the property of the Great
Northern are gone and the stock piles
of coal and coke holding about hsll &
million tong are in flames. it I8 feared
that the fire may get In the mines
themselves, geveral of which are open
in the neighborhood.

government, which  during July
amounted to about §6,500,000, During
July, 1908, the receipts from custon:
aggregated over $8,000,000 less than
for July, 1907, and Internal reveni
wbout $100,000,000 less,
