LINCOLN LEITER

LiscoLy, Neng., April 6H—(Special
Correspondence.)—=The State Conser-
vation Congress, held in Liocolu the
flrst of last week, was one of the most
vitally important meetings ever held
in the state, nnd the second one of its
kind over held in the United Stutes

The subjects discussed were subjects
dealing with the very fundumentuls of
Nebraska's future growth and develop-
ment. Good roads, conservation of
water supply, conservation of publie
heulth, ierigation, soil eulture, contag-
tous and infectious diseases, protect-
ion of drinking water against con

tuminntion—und other* subjects  of
equal importance, I it had aecom-
plished nothing more than showing
the aroased spirit of Nebraskans—the
“new spirit of Nebraska” —the con-
Rress would have been worth all its
cost in time. money snd efforr,

The speakers were men who had
given their subjects long thought, and
many of them spoke from years of ex-
perience.  Professor Coudra, who is,
more than any one man, responsihle
for the congress and for the aroused
interest in conservation work, presid-
ed over the deliberations. Governor
Bhallenberger uud Mayor Love made
addresses of welcome., Committees
made up of strong, enthusiastic men
were appointed to look after various
lines of work, and during the coming
year this work will be pushed to the
limit,

Oue of the crying needs of the state
is & new topographical survey, The
only vue in existence is an old one
made by the government mora than a
quarter of a century ago, and it is piti-
fully inuccurate in its descriptions of
so0il conditions und formations. So
ridiculously wrong is it that one de-
partment of the state destroyed up-
fwards of 4,000 builetins containing
| that survey rather than distribute
[ them and convey wrong information
to people who might be considering
the question of locuting in Nebraska.
[ In hundreds of instances the bulletin
[deseribed ss “sand hills, untilluble,”
land that is now selling ut from 830 to
100 un acre and raisiog from 20 to 32
bushels of wheat and from 40 to 70
bushels of corn to the uere,

One of the most humane, as well as
one of the most important laws ever
enactad by s Nevraska legislature was
the law enacted by the legislature of
1900 und known as the “indigent con-
sumptives bill" This was H. R. 329,
introduced by Speaker Pool, and pro
vides for the proper care of and treat-
ment for consumptives who are
fnancially unable to pay the exponse
themselves. The state board of health
is required to make up a list of hospi.
tals suitably equipped to receive such
paticnts, and the expenses of care and
treatment is to be borne by the county
in wifich the indigent viotim of the
white plugue may live. The intelll.
gent study of tuberculoisis, and sane
methods of treatment, are producing

and delibernting on the eondition and
furthering the methods of improving
corn and breeding uod cultivating the
sme o this state, The sum of §2,000
was npproprinted for the expenses of
e investigntion, I, through he
efforts o1 this assovintion, ivis possible
