Aero Landing and Lake on Roof

EW YORK.—New York within a
year i8 to have one of the most re
markable bulldings on earth. It 18
designed to replace Madison Square
Garden, and not the least of Its fea
tures will be a landing stage for fly-
fog machines., A $2,000,000 structure
is to be reared on the site of the old
Brewster carrlage factory on the west
gide of Broadway between Forty-sev-
enth and Forty-Eighth streets. It will
be used malnly for exhibitlon pur-
poses and various trades In the sport-
ing line.

The Broadway project is backed by
interests fdentified with the Schlitz
Brewing company of Milwaukee, rep-
resented in New York by John Ob-
mels, restauranteur, and Oscar
Schmidt, The bullding will be erected
by the Atlas Development company,
which in January of last year took a
long lease on the Brewster slte from
the Sutphin estate.

The new bullding 8 to be adapted
particularly to the needs of the au-
tomoblle, motor boat and aviation in-
dustries and their allled trades. With
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this end in view, certaln unusual
structural features have been planned,
such as a starting and landing track
on the roof for flylng machines, a
lake 60 by 126 feet, also on the roof,
for the display of motor boats, and an
enormous frelght and passenger ele
vator, 26 by 62, capable of carrying an
aeroplane, a 60-foot motor boat or
about 400 persons at one trip.

The basement, which will have a
very high celllng, will contain a res
taurant seating 6,000 or 7,000 persons
and run on the plan of the famous
rathskellers of DPerlin and Munich,
