MAY END CUBAN REVOLUTION

TO RELIEVE GOVERNMENT FROM
EMBARRASSING SITUATION.

General Estinoz Reported Killed—Shel-
ton Bank Brings, Sult—French
Seamen Lose Lives in
Explosion.

Washington.—The senate Thursday
made the first move to relleve the gov-
ernment from the embarrassing situa-
tion arising from the failure of con-
gress to pass many of the large supply
bills. Desplte its agreement to trans-
uct none but “morning business” dur-
ing the democratic conventlon, it ap-
pointed conferees to meet representa-
tives of the house on the legislative
appropriation bill. This carries the
anlaries and mileage of the members
of congress, the president's salary and
many others, none of which can be
paid after July 1 unless the bill is
pasged and signed by the president. It
is sald he will veto It because of the
provision which abolishes the com-
merce court.

Rebel Leader Killed.

Havana.—General Estenoz, the lead-
er of the insurrection, was reported of-
ficlally Thursday night to have been
killed. President Gomez at 10 o'clock
received a dispatch from GQeneral
Monteaguedo, the commanderin-chief
in Orlente, advising that Colonel Con-
suegra has reported the rebel leader
dead and his body at Songa. Colonel
Consuegra asked in the dispatch for
a special train for the purpose of trans-
porting the body to Santiago. There
are no particulars of the general en-
gagement in which General Estenoz
was killed, but the fall of the rebel
chief Is the occaslon of great rejoicing
here. The government is satisfled this
will end the insurrection, the capture
or surrender of minor leaders now be-
ing only a matter of a few days.

Attaches Spicer's Property.
Kearney, Neb.—To protect thelir In-
terests, the SBhelton National bank, by
President Ball, instituted sult in at-
tachment in the district court Wednes-
day morning against Erwin H. Splcer,
the absconding cashier of the bank,
in the sum of $25,000, attaching 138
shares of bank slock at $115 per share,
8 bank bullding valued at $6,000 and
a house and lot worth $3.000.

Toulon, France.—Five of the twanty-
three seamen Injured Wednesaday on
board the French armored cruiser Jules
Michelett, off Hyeres, by the prema-
ture explosion of a six-inch gun, are
dying in the naval hospital here. The
offictal inquiry into the cause of the
accldent shows that there were two
explosions.

Portland, Ore.—Mayor A, Q. Rush-
light, Chief of Police Stover, Catpain
of Police Baty and Detectives Maddux
and Reed have been indicted by the
county grand jury for alleged conspir-
acy to bribe Deputy District Attorney
Frank Colller. It is alleged Collier was
offered $400 to secure the diamissal of

London.—Ten thousand women, In-
cluding many prominent soclety wom-
en and several duchesses, all of them
dressed in white and wearing white
hats trimmed with garlands of wild
roses, sold flowers on the streets of
London Wednesday, which was called
Alexandra day In honor of the queen
mother. The proceeds are to be given
to the Xletropolitan hospitals and con-
valescent homes In the name of Queen
Alexandra, who originated the ldea,
