Good Roads Enthusiasta Wil Meet to
Lay Plans.

Fremont, Neb.—A meeting of good
roads enthusiasts of Nebraska, espe-
clally those interested in the Platte
valley eross-continental route, will be
held In Fremont, May 22, when plans
will be lald for entering into the
movement for an ocean-to-ocean high-
way, In pursuance of the Indianapolls
plan. Representatives will be pres:
ent from several states. All the coun-
ties through which the Platte valley
route passes will be urged to send
delegates. Notice will be given
county boards and ecity councils that
they are entitled to delegates.

Cettine—"8cutarl Is from today Mon-
tenegrin,” was the defiant reply of
King Nicholas to the Eurcpean invl-
tation to surrender the hard-won
Turkish citadel. The king made this
gtatement in the course of a speech
delivered from the balcony of the
royal palace, Among his audlence
were the ministers of the Balkan
states, who came to congratulate him,
He added: “Should Europe think of
enatching Scutarli from Montenegro
they will have to carry out the task
by force of arms."

Germans Hoarding Money,

Rerlin.—More than $100,000,000 I8
reported to be missing in Germany,
Hank reports indicate that this amount
has been hoarded by banks and indi-
viduals since the beginning of the Bal-
kan war through fear that s general
European conflagration may come, It
I8 largely due to this hoarding that
Germany I8 experiencing a finanelal
stringency and a gold famine.

Sacramento, Cal.—Not the dignity
of Japan, but the dignity of California
Is at stake in the controversy over
the anti-alien law, according to Gov-
ernor Johnson, and If the plans of the
majority party here give offense to
the government at Tokio, the Call-
fornia executive absolves the state
from blame on the ground that fed-
eral statutes already have drawn the
line which the state secks to estab-
lish, In a statement lssued Governor
Johnson defined the position of the
legislative maority in the matter,
trusting that Secretary of State Bryan,
who is en route from Washington to
Sacramento to present the views of
the federal administration, might learn
thereby the attitude of California
towards a law denying land owner-
ship In the state to aliens barred from
citizenship In the nation. 'That this
restriction applies to the subjects of
Japan or any other nation I8 not the
fault of California. mccording to the
views of the governor.

Change In Postal Savings System.

Washington, D. C.—An order trans
ferring the postal savings system,
which, since its ereation, has been a
separate burean under the dlrection
of the postmaster general, to the
bureau of the third assistant postmas-
ter general, effective May 1, was |s-
sued by Postmaster General Burleson
Thursday night. In the future tne
svstem will be known as the division
ol postal savings.

“Under the new arrangements,” sald
Mr. Rurleson, “the operation of the
system in conjunction with the other
financial divisions of the department
no*t only will avoid the duplication of
simllar work and make possible rub-
stant'al economies In administration,
but will open the way for Important
improvements and extensions."”

S8IGN8 . THE REFERENDUM BILL

University Removal to Be Settied by
Vote of the People.

Lincoln.—The governor has signed
the McKissick bill, which creates a
special university building fund out
of a threefourths mill levy and which
recommends the :ubmission to the
people of the question of declding
upon the permanent loeation of the
state university. At the same time
he vetoed the item in the general
maintenance bill of $115,000 for erect-
ing three new buililings at the state
farm. In vetoing this Item Governor
Morehead says they should in falr-
ness be built with funds from the
three-fourths mill levy which Ia made
in the McKissick bill and whose ex-
penditure the people will direct at
referendum vote,

Vicksburg, Migs.—The main line of
the Mississippi river levee broke Mon-
day afternoon at Woodlawn, Miss.,
near Shippers’ Landing. four milea
north of of Mayversville. A conserva-
tive estimate Is that between 11.000
and 12,000 persons will be made home-
less a8 a result of the break. The
property loss will total several hun-
dred thousand dollars.

Washington.—Beginning the debate
in the house Wednesday on the demo-
cratic fariff revision bill, Representa-
tive Oscar W, Underwood of Alabama,
the majority leader, predicted great
relief for the nation through the pass-
age of the pending bill. Representa-
tive Augustus P, Cardner of Massa-
chusetts volced republican skepticiem
for the country's future under such a
tarifft revision, and Representative

Clyde Kelly of Pennsylvania expressed
the opposition of the progressive party
to all tariff bills framed under the
present system.
