— After a conterence
with President Wilson, Dr. Stephen 8,
Wise of New York has Issued a state-
ment declaring that the president and
Secretary Bryan had not abandoned
the idea of pressing a new commercial
treaty with Russin that would recog-
nize the passports of American clti-
zens, “without distinctlon of religion
or race.”

“The president I8 in a far better
position today than he was six months
aAgo to negotiate through the state de-
partment and Secretary Bryan the
commercial treaty with Russia,” says
the statement in part. “The president
has become in an extraordinary de-
gree the leader of his own party, and
has come to command the confidence
and respect of the whole Americar
people.”
