For Government Rallway In Alaska,

Washington.—By a vote of 46 to 16
the sennte has passed the Alaska rall:
way bill, directing the president to
purchase or construct 1,000 miles of
rallrond in Alngka at a cost not to ex-
ceed §40,000,000. Fifteen republicans
and Senator Poindexter, progressive,
voted for the bill. Senators Bacon,
Hoke Smith and Willlams, democrats,
voted against it. The bill places upon
the president responsibility for the
#election of the route from tidewater
to the interlor of Alaska and the con-
struction, equipment and operation or
leasing of such lines as he may con-
struct or buy to constitute this route.
The broadest powers are conferred up-
on the president in carrying out his
duties,

DRANK AND SMOKED A LOT.
Internal Reveriue Returns Made For

8ix Months Perled.

Washington.—The American people
drank 70,000,000 gallons of whisky,
smoked 4,000300 cigars and puffed
8,711,000,000 cigarets during the six
months ending December 31, accord-
Ing to figures announced by Commis-
sloner Osborn, of the internal revenue
bureau, The revenue collected from
distilled spirits amounted to $85,862,
'nz, the whisky tax belng $16,142,864:
tébacco, $41,296,693: corporation tax,
$3,110,720; cigarets, $10,890,000, and
cigars, $12,270,000.

The total collection of taxes for the
six manths totalled IIGT.M?.GGS. an in-
oreass of $4,176,630 over the cor
responding period of 1912. The in-
come tax paid under the new law aggre-
gated $1,509. This tax did not have
to be pald until March 1.

Wants increased Pay For Carrlers.

Washington, — Congressman Steph.-
ens has introduced in the house a bill
providing a salary of $1.400 a year,
for letter carriers in the rural delivery
service. “1 belleve there are no other
public servants as poorly pald as rural
- earriers,” esald Mr, Stephens, who
pointed out that carriers must furnish
horses and wagons and keep them up
at his own expense. These falthful
employes are required to dellver mail
over a twenty-four mile route six days
a week, twolve months in the year, at
a met income of a little more than is
pald the sorubwomen in the varlous
public bulldings of the capital. Men
who are rendering such a serviee as
this, through all kinde of weather,
over all sorts of roads and under all
sorts of conditlons are entitled to
better pay."

Seize Munitions of War,

Douglas, Ariz.—8ix thousand Shakeo
caps and as many cartridge belts,
sald to bave been Intended for the
uniforming of the Mexican constitu-
tionalist army, have been seized here
by United Btates officlals. A warrant
was issued for the arrest of H. Rivers,
A purchasing agent for General Ven-
ustiano Carranza, charging him with
an attempt to export munitions of
war into Mexleo.

straint of trade and specifications of
“eut-throat” competition, Hearings on
the questions are to be held before the
bilfs go to congress.

Flege Convicted for Third Time.

Pender, Neb.—The jury in the third
trial of Willlam Flege, accused of myr-
dering his slster, Loulse Flege, re-
turned a verdict finding him guiity of
manslaughter at 10:30 Friday morning.
The crime out of which grew the
charge against Flege was committed
in Dixon county a few miles north-
east of Wayne in June, 1910. Flege's
first trial at Ponca resultéd In convio-
tion and & life sentence in the peniten-
tlary. At the second trial which took
place at Pender the jury returned a
verdict of manslaughter. Later the
supreme court granted a third trial.

The attorneys for Flege filed a mo-
tion for a new trial in his case, which
the judge overruled. The motion was
very lengthy and contained elghty
reasons why he should be alowed a re-
hearing,

8AYS HE WROTE THE LETTERS,

Breakes Down and Makes Complete
Confession,
Plattsmouth, Neb—George E. Clif-
ton, the sélf-confessed youthful black-
maller, admitted that he wrote the
threatening letters received by three
Sarpy county farmers just before
Christmas. Sheriff Quinton of Cass
county faced Clinton with the letters
which for the past few weeke have
been in the hands of the Omaha po-
lice. The boy broke down and made a
complete confession. Clinton shifted
the blame onto a man named Fred
Johnson for the letters of blackmall
received by Hamlilton, Gabville and
Davis, who live in a radius of a few
miles, near the dividing line of Doug
las and Barpy counties. Two years
ago Clinton worked on the Barton
ranch near the three farmers. He
had been reared In that locality and

Indinnapolis,—After several hours
of heated debate the convention of
united mine wecrkers of America on
Thursday adopted a resolution declar-
ing that the time had arrived, “owing
to the present economic conditions
and the machinations of the Interests
In many places, for the laboring people
to come together in a political labor
party.” No party was designated and
no preparations for a new party were
contained In the resolution, Several
soclalist delegates, howédver, attempt-
ed to obtain an endorsement of theilr
party for the laboring classes.

General Mercado in Command,

El Paso, Tex.—General Salvador
Mercado, who commanded the Mexi-
can federal army, which was routed
from Ojinaga, Mex., has been placed
In command of the camp of his in-
terned soldlers and refugees at Fort
Bliss. As a token of his continued
loyalty to the government at Mexico
City, General Mercado at once chris-
tened the maln street of the camp
“Avenida General Huerta." Although
himself one of the interned refugees,
who are not permitted to leave the
reservation, General Mercado was sé-

lected by the United States army of-

flolgls as best fitted to have personal
supervision over his men.

TWO BIG EVENTS OF YEAR.

American Tariff and Currency Rank
First According to Englishman,

London—The United BStates tariff
act and the currency bill passed by
the American congress were the most
important events of the year 1913 In
the commercial world, accdrding to
Felix Schuster, governor of the Unlon
of Liondon and Smith's bank, In a
general review of the financlal trade
and outlook.

“These two measures must have
fanreaching consequences, for they
have made the United States a more
formidable competitor than ever be-
fore, not only as regards international
commerce, but as threatening Lon-
don's position as the center of inter-
national banking"

Bir Felix sald he had no doubt that
commerce would be stimulated by
these enactments and that Great
Britain's trade with the United States
would be Increased to the advantage
of both natlons.

Another Bandit Arrested.

Omaha, Neb.—C. V. Rosamond, a
Union Pacific dining car cook, was
arrested Thursday at Springfield, Mo,
by Detectives Fleming and Murphy of
Omaha, and has admlitted the part he
took in the Nlickell murder and the
McVey robbery. According to Chief
of Detectives Maloney, Rosamond con-
fesses to being the man who guarded
the door during the robbery and mur-
der, but asserts that his pals robbed
him of his share of the plunder,

Scientific Farm Information.
Washington—The agricultural ex-
tension bill providing for federal aid
in the dissemination of scientifiec farm

information by practieal experiments

and through publications was passed
by the house by B vote of 177 to 9.
Under the measure the varlous state
agricultural colleges would receive fed-
eral funds to finance plans for ac-
quainting the farmers with facts estab-
lished by the department of agricul-
ture, Aas it passed the house the bill
would provide for the immediate ap
propriation of $480,000.

Business Situation Optimistic,
Washington—President Wilson has
been recelving opinfons and estimates
on the business situation throughout

the country which lead him to believe

that a general confldence In the future
exists, The president told callers that,
while he had no sclentific analysls of
the situation and that his letters were
of various colors in the main condi-
tlons were optimistie. The president
is sald to belleve that in some indus-
tries, especially those dependent on
the rallroads, conditions have not been
s0 satisfactory.

One energetle woman who had been
A very successful secretary made an
eficlent housekeeper and homemaker
because she remembered In her mar-
rled life the devices that had helped
her in business. She had a number
of catalogues to Indicate the state
pf her household supplies—linen, ete.
r~but the most Interesting of all was
her card catalogue' cook book and
menu Index. It was just llke a llbrary
catslogue, being composed of a cou-
ple of drawers In a little cabinet filled
with cards on which were typed recl-
pes.  Those cards were grouped under
appropriate heads and made readily
accessible through p number of guide
cards headed, Dinners, Soups, Entrees,
Salads, Meats and Desserts. When
faced with the problem “What shall
we have to eat today?' she simply
ran through her cards for the meal In
question and often found the recipe
for a dish she had quite forgotten
about.

For use as a cook book this arrange-
ment i# much more convenlent than
he old book form, The collection of
recipes grows rapidly, too, as it s so
easy to paste on a card a newspaper
jelipping or a recipe from a household
ymagazine, and slip the card into its
‘proper place where It does not get
jlost, as loose papers have a habit af
doing. The catalogue outfit Is quite
[nexpensive and the utility of the
scheme will certainly repay the orlg
inal trovhle of making.
