Funds for Agricultural Colieges.

Lincoln, Neb.—In response to a let-
ter from Secretary of Agriculture
Houston, Governor Morehead will
designate the agricultural college to
receive the funds provided by the
Smith-Lever co-operative agricultural
extension law. On May 8, President
Wilson approved the act, which pro-
vides federal funds to state agricultu.
ral colleges to ald in diffusing among
the people useful and practical infor
mation on subjects relating to agricul-
ture and home economics. Each state
must duplicate the money above $10,-
000 per year appropriated to it by the
government. The money raised by the
state may come from the legislature
or from any other source within the
state. Ench state, however, receives
$10,000 annually without additional
appropriations from the state.

SBUFFRAGETS AND POLICE CLASH
AT PALACE.

To Investigate Circulations and Other
Advertising Matters—Three Broth-
ers Meet Death From
Lightning.

London—An attempt by militant sul-
fragets to present a petitlon to King
George at Buckingham palace result-
ed in the flercest battle in the history
of the militant movement at the very
gates of the palace Thursday. Head-
ed by Mrs. Pankhurst and Miss Sylvia
Pankhurst, the flylng squad of women
swept down Constitutional hill to-
wards Buckingham palace, hut when
half way ‘along they met the most
hated enemy of the militanta in the
person of Inspector Rlley, who has
charge of the suffraget detail at the
Scotland yards police headquarters.
The shock of combat was short, but
sharp, and resulted In the arrest of
many women, who in defending them-
selves used clubs with a facility which
betrayed long training.

Three Brothers Killed by Lightning.

Ord, Neb.—Three brothers, Charles,
Lumir and John Crahulik, were in-
gtantly killed by a flash of lightning
at the Crahulik farm, thirteen mlles
west of Ord. The boys were seven-
teen, fifteen and eleven years old re-
spectively, The flash of lightning that
killed the boys occurred during a
heavy electrical storm that swept over
Valley county, The boys were stand-
ing in the doorway of the barn watch-
ing the storm when the lightning
struck. The barn was set on fire and
totally consufied together with four
head of horses in their stalls,

Association at Chicago Formed te
Promote It.

Chicago. — Publighers, advertizers
and advertising agencies have joined
here in the formation of an organiza-
tion for the investigation and verifica-
tion of circulation of advertising me-
diums. The new organization was
called The Advertising Audit Associa-
tion and Bureau of Verified Clrcula
tion. The charter membership includ-
ed 3850 newspapers in the United
States, nine in Canada, seventy-five
advertisers, fifty advertising agents,
twenty-nine magazines, thirtéen week-
ly newspapars, fifty-five Internations
publications, fifteen trade, joumula and
five advertising journnls.

It will be managed by a board of
control tomposed of representatives
of eésch cldas of membership, which
will eleot the éxecutive officers.

Its purposes sre to make examina-
tions of all records considered by the
board of control necessary to ascertain
all facts with regard to the ecircula-
tlon of publications of members and
for the determination of data for the
