TRADE BALANCE OF A BILLION.
Bureau Chief Says United States Will

Ban Francisco.—The United States
will bave a favorable foreign trade
balance of a billion dollars at the end
of this year ns agalnst an unfavorable
one of $656.000,000 last year, Dr, E. E.
Pratt, chief of the bureau of foreign
and domestic commerce of the de-
partment of commerce, told the bank-
ers of ldaho and Nevada in joint con-
vention here.

“The German government belleves
thot it was acting in justified selfde-
fense in secking with all the means
of warfare at its disposition, to pro-
tect the lives of s soldiers by des
stroyving pmmuonition intended for the
enemy.

Innocents as Shields,

“The British shipping company mst
have been aware of the danger to
which the passengers aboard the Lusi
tanda were exposed under thesge cons
dittons.  The company in embarking
them, notwithegtunding this,
delibdrately to uee the livas of Amer
fcan eltizens as protection  for
ammunition aboard and acted agninst
the clear provisions of the Ameriean
law which expressly prohibits the for-
warding of passengers on ships carry
ing ammunition and provides a pen-
alty therefor. The company therefore
{8 wantonly guilty of the death of so
many pussengers

“There can be no doubt, according
to definite report of the submarine's
commander, which is further con-
firmed by all other Information, that
the quick sinking of the Lusitania is
primarily attributed to the explosion
of the ammunition shipment caused
by a torpedo. The Lusitania's passen-
gers wonld otherwise, in all human
probability, have been saved.

“The imperinl government consid-
ers the above mentioned facts import-
ant enough to recommend them to the
attentive examination of the American
government,

Wants to Argue It,

“The fmperial government, while
withholding its final decision on the
