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There are 867 school districts in
the state with a census of one to
twelve childrem of school age; Al
teen of them with one child each,
twentytwo with two, Llwenty-seven
with three, fortyvfive with four, six-
ty with five and the balance with be-
tween sizx and twalve children of
school age.

This, according to an educational
survey, by Htate Superintendent
Thommas, shows that consolidation Is
to be desired, for operation of
schools with a small number not
nearly as productive as larger achools.

The state officer continues Dby
showing that of 6,671 schools operal-
ed in the stale during the past school
ear there were 3,190 operated with
from one to twelve puplls each.

Thirty schools had but one pupil
each. One hundred and one schools
had two pupils each, while 101
sohools had only three puplls each. A
total of 220 schools had but four pu-
plls each and 299 schoolg had five
pupils each. Of six-pupll schools
thera were 119 and of seven pupil
schools 363. The Dbalance of the
schools up to 3,390 had between sev-
en and twelve puplls each,

bureau be abolished and jis work done
in the state auditor's oflice or the uf
fice of the secrectary of state,

Partial Victory for Women

Washington. - Woman suffrage ad-
vocates won a partihl vietory in their
long fight to bave the Susan B. An-
thony federal amendment volted on in
congress when the house judiciary
committee reported the amendment
for consideration.

bring the amendment before the
house for action, probably in Janu-
ary. Both suffragists and anti-suf-

fragists expressed satisfaction over
developments and are confident of
victory on the floor. Though anx-
lous that the resolution be reported
fuvorably, the suffragists were pleas-
ed because the committes, which gen-

erally was regarded as hopelessly
agaiust their cause, went so far as
it did.

Proposed Remody for Car Shortage

Washington. — Drastic regulations
the railroads have gone
into effect with the approval of the
interstate commerce commission as
emergency -measures to relieve the
shortage of freight cars which, for
months, has been a brake on the
country’'s commerce and affected the
high cost of living.

The remedy is the railroads own,
proposed by the car service commis
sion of the American railway associa-
tion and formally approved by the
federal commission. The first regula-
tion provides that a consignee may
have the usual two days to unload a
car and that thereaftér demurrage
shall be charged at the rate of §1 for
the first day, $2 for the second, $38
for the third and $6 for the fourth,
and each succeeding day. Heretofore
the charge has been uniformly $1 a
day and many consignees, notably
automobile concerns and coal dealers
are declared to have been gldd to
permit shipments to stand for long
periodr becausge the penalty was so
small that it compared favorably
with warehouse thnrxn

UNTO US A SON 18 GIVEN.

LESBSON TEXT-Isalah 9:1.7.

GOLDEN TEXT-For unto us a child
is born, unto us & son I8 given; and the
government shall be upon his shoulders;
and his name shall be called Wonderful,
Counsellor, the Mighty God, the Everlast-
ing Father, the Prince of Peace.—lan. 9:6.

The Christmns lesson naturally and
logically follows the three lessons we
have just had from the book of the
Revelation where Jesus In his glory
had been portrayed, and the ultimate
success of his work is foreseen In the
new heaven and the new earth, Isalah
#aw the vislon of his first coming. John
gaw the vislon of hig second coming,
when what he began the first time
shall ultimately be accomplished. The
prophecy here spoken was uttered dur-
ing the relgn of Ahaz, B. O, 738 to
T23. The king of Assyria was attack-
Ing Byriu. The tribes of northern Is-
rael were carried away as captives,
Judah was in danger of Invasion. (See
II Kings 15:20.) Isalah was preach-
ing In his home city, Jervsalem. Iis
vision of the Messiah Savior was not
more than 800 years before John saw
the vision of the glorified Jesus,

I. Darkness Versus Light (vv. 1.0).
We need to go back Into the elghith
chapter to get the full historical situa-
tion of this part of the lesson. Alaz,
trembling In Jerusalem, hud with him
the Prophet Isainh, the wisest and
greatest man In his kingdom, yet Ahaz
listened not to his words of warning
and rebuke. He doggedly pursued his
own course and sought help In every
other quarter than the right one, This
explains Isuinh’'s words, “The people
that walked In darkness.,” Primarily
he may have referred to those of the
lands of Zebulon and Naphtall, the
Galllee of the natlons (John 1:46;
7:52) and the light which shone in
them, which was the light of the world,
Jesus of Nazareth (John 8:12). But
there Is a larger application in this
verse to the whole world which lay
In darkness untll Jesus came, and the
whole world has seen or shall see the
great light (Luke 1:78-70). With the
coming of light comes the Incrense of
joy (v. 3 R. V.). In Israel there Is to
be, through Christ, a wonderful in-
crease (Isu. 49:20-22; Zech, 10:8). In
Christ there is to be great joy, the joy
of harvest nnd of victory. The re-
ligion of Jesus Christ Is pre-eminently
the religion of joy (Acts 8:8; Phil
4:4; I Peter 1:8) but the Child that
was to be born was to be a Deliverer
too, for the “yoke of burden” was a tax
of $1,800,000 that had recently been
levied by the king of Assyrin. It was
8 night of thick darkness for Israel,
Then, even us now, we have the moral
darkness, (Itead Rom. 1:20-32)) But
the prophet saw the joy of deliverance,
Jerusalem had been left in peace,
Hezeklah succeeded his futher, Ahuz,
and entered upon a religious revival in
the kingdom. The people who hpd
walked in darkness had seen a new
light. The prophet saw the dawning
rays through the midst of this dark-
ness of ignorance being removed. He
also saw the coming of the Light of
Men 700 years later, and the multl-
plication of the natlons, the Increase
of their joy.

1l. Unto Us a Son Is Born (vv. 6-7).
The greatest Joy for Israel in Isalah's
time was in this vislon of the Messlah,
the promised Savior. ISaiah is look-
ing nhead seven centurles. We are
looking back nineteen. He was to he
king over his people, Nume and title
I1s here given. (1) “Wonderful" be-
canse of his nature, being both hu-
man and divine. The word made flesh
and dwelt nmong us, (2) “Counselor,”
one who has the wisdom to gulde him-
self and others. No one gulded by him
has ever falled of true success. (3)
“The Mighty God,” He was truly God
so that we can trust him to the utter-
most. He can also save to the utter-
most. (4) “Everlasting Father," ex-
pressing his divine loving kIndness and
self-identification with the Father. (5)
He 18 also “Prince of Peace,” the one
who rules so that peace and prosper-
He brings
peace between man and God, and be-
tween man and man. He I8 the paace
of the soul as well as bringing
peace to the soul, The completeness
of this pleture which Isalah saw Js
the one which St. John saw, of which
we have been recently studying, These
two verses nre marvelous ones, not
only because of the clear predietion of
Jesus of Nazareth, made more than
seven centuries before his first advent,
but marvelous n
nnd richness of th® revelation they con-
tain concernlng the person, character
and work of Christ.

Our Lord's earth life began at Beth-
lehem, but ke was from all eternity
(John 8:56-568; John 1:1-2).

As a man I8 not at peace with God
he eannot be nt peace with himself or

his fellows; but as Jesus restores
peace between man and God, he also
restores peace to the heart of the in-

dividual (Phil. 4:7).

Sunday school officers and tenchers
should realize the difference between
the peace with God (Rom. 5:1) and
the peace of God (Phil. 4:7),
