Burns and Scalds.

These wounds of domestie anbmnls
are, fortunately, of rare occurrence
hiowever, when they do oceur, i at all
extensive, they prove to be guite trons
blesomwe and  In many nre
fatal, They are classiflied in three
degrees aecording to the severity of
the burn:  Flest degree, where there
is o shwple reddening of the sking
ond degree, where there Is o formation
of vesicles, or blisters; third degree,
where there Is o1 complete destruction
of vitulity of the tlssues, such as would
oceur in charving from divect contact
with tlnmes or from escaping steam,
Besides the burns enused by tlmes and
steam,  there  are  other  enusative
agents, such as chemicals (caustle, nl-
kalls und acids), lightning stroke, and
oceaslonully the broken trolley wires
of electrie rallways,  When a loarge
surfpce of the skin Is burned or seald-
ed, the anlmal (If it does not die at
once from shock) will soon show signs
of fever—shivering, coldness of the
extremities, veukness, restlessness,
quick and feeble pulse, and Inbored
breathing.  No matter which ngent s
u fuctor In the production of burns, the
lesions are practically of the swme nao-
ture,  The extent and site of the bhurn
should tead one in the determination
and course of treatment. Burns of
the shoulder and those nbout the ve-
glon of the e'bow or other purts where
there I8 much movement of the tissies
are grave, and, If at all extensive,
trentinent should not be uttemptaed, but
the lmmedinte destraction of the anl-
wal Is adviged, A burn of the thied
degree, where there is o destruction
of the vitlity of large arens of tissue,
even on parts not subject to muech wmo-
tion, Is extremely tedious to treat: in
fact, It Is questionable whether the
trentment and keep of the anlmul will
ever be compensnted for, even though
recovery does tnke place; this, in any
event, will require at least six ar eight
weeks, Buros cuaused by lightning
stroke and trolley wires are linble to
ocear In Irregular lines, and, unless
death oceurs at onece, they generally
are not serlous,

Treatment.

Trentinent shoulil be prowpt and ef-
fective, If the burns are extensive,
the constitutional sywptows should he
combated with whisky aod milk and
eggs or ammonin curbonnte, strychnin,
calleln, and other sthoulonts to pre-
vent shock, In the loeal trentment, to
the upplieation of
cold water In some form and the hypo-
dermle Injectlon of morphine are pee-
ommended, In burns of the first degree,
where there Is only o superticial In-
flammation, lead  carbonnte  (white
lead) olntment Is very gowl. Carron
oil (limewater and Unseed oll, equal
parts) 18 a standard remedy, but a linl.
