Now is the time to make ready to

treat oat- - for smut, suv agronomy ex-

One pint of formaldehyde to 10 gul-l)n- s

of water is the pioper .trungth '0
use. If such a solution is used, it will
not be too strong to impair gerinimi.
tion of seed but will be Miotic; enough
to do its woik tlioroly.

The oats are tlioroly mixed after the
fort.iahleh.wle is poured on them Af-

ter being covered withguiiny sacking
m canvas a few bouiH or over i.iglit.
t'u-- are spieud out to diy. In resack.
tug them care should be taken not to
put them back into bacltb infected with
smut spores.

If oats are to be di Hied, they must
be well tilled in order to seed well.
Onlinatily, provision should be maou
l.'i- - the swelling of seed, by adjusting
the drill to seed faster. Treatment of
oats is reccoiiiemled in all cases svheie
it is not positively known there was
no smut last year.

Marly hatches mean early maturing
fowls and early layers, according to
tho college of agriculture poultry de-

partment. April is the month most
favorable for batching chicks. Such
breeds us the Plymouth ltock, Wyan-
dotte. Ithode Island lied, dipingtoii
etc , require six to seven months' time
in which to mature and start produc
ing eggs. IMiicUs hutched from these
bleeds now should be laying by De-

cember 1. At tliis time, most of the
hens me idle molting or resting and
fresh eggs are very scarce.
