U.S. TO RUN MINES AND LINES

Trade Board Says It |s Only Way to
Avert Shortage—Fuel Famine
Predicted.

Washington, June 22.—Government
pools of conl production and distribu-
tion and of rall and water transporta-
tlon were recommended to congress
on Wednesday by the federal trade
commissilon as the only means ot
avolding n disastrous coal shortage
next winter,

“The commlisslon belleves,” says the
report, submitted after many months
of Investigntion ordered by congress,
“that the conl Industry 18 paralyzing
the Industries of the country and that
the coal Industry Itself |8 paralyzed by
the fallure of transportation. There
are enough conl ears In the country,
but not enough are delivered to the
mines, and these cars are not moved
to the point of consumption with the
greatest  expedition, nor are they
promptly discharged."

In view of these conditions the com-
misslon recommends @

“1., That the production and distri-
bution of coal and coke be conducted
through n pool In the hands of a gov-
ernment agency ; that the producers of
varlous grades of fuel be pald their
full cost of production, plus a uniform
profit per ton (with due allowance for
quality of product and efliclency ot
soervice) ;3 and,

“2. That the transporation agencies
of the United States, both rall and
water, be similarly pooled and oper-
ated on government account, under the
direction of the presldent, and that
all such means of transportation be
operated ns n uplt, the ownlng cor
porntions being pald a jJust and faire
compensation which would cover nor-
mnl net profit, upkeep and better-
ments,"”

“Desplte the reduced consumption of
the allles they will require n larger
amount of eerenls next year than ever
before. The nllles ure more lsolated
In food sources, It takes three times
the tonnage and double the trouble to
get Australlan whent, Crop fallures
in the Argentine give no hope of re-
llef from there before next spring.

“The allies nre dependent upon
North America for the vast majority
of thelr food Imports. We should be
able to supply 60 per cent of what
they require. The other 40 per cent
must be made up by further denial on
thelr part and saving on ours,. We
can Incrense our surplus. The situa-
tlon for them next year means In-
creased privation. Without an ade-
quate food supply no European popu-
Iatlon will continue the fight and we
ghall find ourselves alone agalnst Ger-
many,

“The Russlan revolution was a food
riot and even yet that ally I8 tem-
porarily  paralyzed. Responsibllity
rests on our government for fallure of
democracy through a food shortage.”

Mr. Hoover denled that the bill es-
tablishes a food dictatorship,

meeting here. Representatives of
bakers who produce 95 per cent of the
bread sold in Chicago pledge them-
selves to give support to all patriotic
measures ordered or recommended by
the counell of national defense, and
pledged themselves specifically to dis-
continue taking back unsold bread.

ISAIAH'S

CALL TO HEROIC
SERVICE.

LESSON TEXT-Isalah 6

GOLDEN TEXT-Also I heard the volce
of the Lord saylng, Whom shall 1 send,
and who will go for us? Then sald I,
Hers am I; send me.—Isa. 6:8.

The lesson committee now turn for
2 third quarter's lesson to a series of
studies in the Old lestament as found
In IT Kings, Ezra and Nehemiah, As
an Introduction, they have chosen this
chapter In the book of Isalah.

Isalah prophesled In the latter half
of Uzzlah's relgn, B, C, 760 and down
to the early years of the reign of
Manasseh about B, C. 604 (ch. 1:1).
This event took place probably B. C.
765. The place was Jerusalem; the
kingdom of Israel was still In exist-
ence (for 83 years longer) belng ut-
terly destroyed In B, O, 721. The
name Isalah menns “the salvation of
Jehovah:" his wife Is called *“the
prophetess;" two of his sons are
named and his soclal position was high,
a8 shown by his Intimacy with kings.
Isalah lived in troublous times, He
was a reformer seeking to rescue his
nation from the sins growing out of
thelr disobedlence to God. He was
the leading statesman of his time, the
grentest of the prophets, an author,
a herole, single-minded, patriotic, fear-
less, undaunted man of great personal
power and Influence. He was a proph-
et of hope; he wrote out of his long
life of falthfulness and fellowship with
God. The book of Isalah falls into
two great divisions; chapters 1-30 be-
ing chlefly historical, Interspersed with
songs and poems; chapters 40-68 are
a collection of prophecles that have
to do chlefly with the return from
the Babylonlan exile and the days of
future glory for the kingdom of God.

I. Vislons (vv. 14). As we have
sald, Isalah prophesied in a time of
great need. The prophet was very
much digcouraged. In this passage he
locates hls vislon at a special time
and place (ch, 1:1). Every man's
great need today is a real vision of
God. We are not so much in need of
theorles about God, as a vislon of
QGod himself. Uzziah’s long relgn of
62 years, In which the kingdom pros-
pered and the king's name was spread
abroad, stopped as suddenly as an
earthquake, and his giory was eclipsed
(see II Chron. 26:16-10). The place In
which Isalah saw his vision was the
house of God. Perhaps not in the tem-
ple, but seelng the visilon from the
temple the prophet looks to a house
not bullt with hands, Jehovah's own
heavenly palace. Therein he saw “the
Lord sitting on a throne . . . and
his train filled the temple.” Above It,
or around It, were arranged hovering
courlers and the seraphic cholr, The
majesty of this vislon 1s indlicated in
verse two, Its glory In verse three,
and its power I8 Indicated In verse
four., The whole earth was fllled with
God's wondrous wisdom, love and pow-
er, Literally “the whole earth {8 full
of his glory.,” The Hebrew word for
holiness comes from a word meaning
“to set apart—set a distance from.”
The holy Lord Is not only sinless but
he I8 sublime and absolute also. It
may seem difficult to harmonize
Iealah's vision with John 1:18, yet
these manifestations were one and the
same, for all that eaw Jesus saw God
(John 14:9). King Uzziah was dead
but the real king was llving still, high
and lifted up. The attempt to reason
about him, what he must be and what
he must not be, as If he were one
of ourselves (Eph. 1:20, 21) 1s absurd.

1. Divislons (vv, 5-18). (I) The
vislon of the prophet (vv, 5-7). This
vision brought conviction because it
showed how far separated from God
the prophet was., It also brought
conversion in that he acknowledged
himself to be unclean, himself and his
surroundings to be vile. It also led to
cleansing, for the king heard the volce
of the prophet, removed his gullt and
purged his sin. (2) The volce and
proclamation from, the king (vv. 8-18),
The king called for a messenger (v, 8)
and at once the prophet is found.
Bomeone has sald that “a task without
a vislon 18 drudgery; a vislon with-
out a task Is a dream; while a task
linked to a vision will move the
world.” Not only did the king ask for
a messenger, but he gave the message
which the messenger was to utter
(vv. 9-12). The message was to be
to his own people; it was not to be
a pleasant one. Verse 13 shows us
this message in prophecy. Isalah ought
