15.—~8ecretury Ba-
ker on Thursday made this reply 1o
Genernl Crozier's charge thut he s

guns: ‘

“I am responsible fer anything that
goes on In the war department, 1 have
been much Interested (n the subject of
machine guns. 1 appolnted a bonrd
to pnss on them,

, "There’'s no need for defense, The
sgeninte commlttee can very properly
seek to find out everything that has
been done, and It 1s QGeneral Crozier's
plain duty to tell them the whole story,

“But I can't say anything for publl
cation, It's n matter concerning which,
above all others, our adversaries would
be glad to acquire Informatlon.

“There's no need for toking sldes,
Clearly the department cannot allow
ftself to state what should not be
stated, because somebody expresses a

confused view of it, The military de-
fense of the country Is a thing that
ean't be stated In detall,

“The Browning gun is a new gun in-
vented by a man who has Invented
more ordnance than anyone else, It is
a light gun. A long time ago it was
tested and operated under the nuspices
of a board of experts which 1 ap-
polnted. It Is not true that the gun
has not been thoroughly tested, The
board of experts was appointed to pass
on all machine gun questions.

“The full capacity of this country
for the manufacture of machine guns
has been lald under contract. The
entire capacity of every maker of ma-
chine guns s belng used.

“It is not the Intention of the de-
partment to concentrate on the Brown-
g gun. The intention of the depart-
ment Is to get every machine gun it
ean get"

Becretary Baker declared American
overseas forces ara adequately sup-
plled with machine guns. He added
that all other forces golng to France
will be adequately supplied with these
weapons.

U-BOAT PERIL STILL SERIOUS
First Lord of Admiraity Declares SBub-

London, Dee, 15.—“The submarine
menace, in my opinlon, I8 held but not

TAKE THE HOLY CITY

JERUSALEM WON FROM TURKS
BY BRITISH TROOPS.

Victory Delayed to S8ome Degree In
Order to Avold Damage to the
Sacred Placea.

London, Dec. 12—Andrew Bonar
Law, chancellor of the exchequer, an-
nounced In the house of commons on
Monday that Jerusalem, after being
surrounded on all sides by British
troops, had been surrendered by the
Turks.

The chancellor sald British, French
and Mohammedan representatives
were on the way to Jerusalem to safe-
guard the holy places,

General Allenby reported that on
Saturday he attacked the enemy's po-
sitions south and west of Jerusalem,
the chancellor stated. Weish and
home county troops, advancing from
the direction of Bethlehem, drove back
the enemy and, passing Jerusalem on
the east, established themselves on the
Jerusalem-Jericho road. *

At the same time London Infantry
and dismounted yeomanry attacked
the strong enemy positions west and
northwest of Jerusalem and placed
themselves astride the Jerusalem-
Shecchem road. The Holy City, being
thus isolated, surrendered to General
Allenby.

The capture of Jerusalem had been
delayed to some degree, added the
chancellor, In consequence of the great
care that hnd been taken to avold
damnage to the sacred places In and
around the city.

The British cnmpalgn In Palestine
was opened last March and has been
prosecuted steadlly since then, first
by Gen. 8ir Archibald Murray and then
by Genernl Allenby, who assumed com-
mand on June 20. The advance was
northward along the Mediterranean
const, but was necessarlly slow be-
cause of the arld desert that had to
be crossed.

13 NEGROES HANGED

ARMY OFFICERS EXECUTE

DIERS FOR RIOTING.

Forty-One Were Sentenced to Life Im-
prisonment—One Man Dishonor-
ably Discharged.

San Antonlo, Tex., Dec. 13—Thir
teen of the negroes of the Twenty-
fourth Infantry, U. 8. A, found gulity
of complicity In the rlot and mutiny
at Houston August 24, were hanged on
the military reservation at Fort SBam
Houston at 7:17 a. m, Tuesday. An-
nouncement of the carrying out of the
sentence was made at headquarters of
the Southern department of the army
at 9 a. m.

Only army officers and Bheriff John
Tobin of Bexar ceunty were present
when the sentence was carried out by
soldlers from the post. No newspaper
men or clvillan spectators were al-
lowed, the time and place of execution
having been kept a secret.

The execution took place in an ar-
royo about two miles east of Camp
Travis on a great scaffold erected dur-
ing the night by engineers from the
post.

Of the 68 men tried by the same
court-martial 41 were sentenced to life
Imprisonment,

One man was sentenced to dishonor-
able discharge from the army and to be
confined for two and a half years,

The present bonded debt of coun-
tles In Nebraska Is $3.778.887, or only
$441887 more than it was one year
ago, according to records in State
Auditor W. H. Smith's office, Only
thirty-two of the ninety-three coun-
ties In the state have bonded debts.
Sixty counties have no outstanding
bonds. The counties that have In-
curred bonded Indebtedness in the
past year are Dodge, Plerce nnd Sar-
py. Douglas county, in which Omaha
is situated, leads the list with a bond-
ed debt of $1.867,000. Lancaster
county, in which the capital city is
located, Is fourth on the list with a
bonded debt of $27.887, being excead-
ed by Otoe, with $180,000, and Wash-
Dodge county

It is possible that some of the in-
debtedness of some of the countles
listed may have been reduced the past
year, but if this has been done the
county clerks have falled to certily
to the auditor's office.

A. E. Anderson of Lin-
coln tied for fifth place, Glenn Snapp
of Belville, Kang., stood eleventh, and
Chester Grau of Washington, Nub,
twentleth, All of Nebraska's men
were among the upper onethird which
gave the champlonghip of the entire
exposition to the Unlversity of Ne
braska.

Will Eliminate University Vacations

In accordance with the war times

the university board has decided to
eliminate vacations as far as practi
cable g0 school may be dismissed early
enough in the spring to allow the stu-
dents to go in to the corn fields. It Is
a time honored custom that the stu-
dents shall have two weeks' in which
to renew home tiee. But it has been
decreed that students will have but
one week starting December 22, The
next fmportant recess is the spring
recess. This has also been sghortened
from a week to three days. All other
holidays are done away with altogeth-
Ar. This elimination of holidays will
bring the graduation on May 256 in-
stead of the middle of June as usually
fs the case.

Has Trouble Finding Physicians

The state board of control is having
trouble to find physiclans to accept
positione in state hospitals for the In-
sane and other i(nstitutions. Beveral
physicians have left the service of the
state to enter the army and others
will soon leave. There is now a va-
cancy at the home for soldiers at
Grand Island, and two other places of
the same kind in other institutions will
soon be vacant. The board of control
has transferred Dr. Lawrence W, 8id-
well, first physicians at the hospital
for insane at Hastings, to the same
position In the Lincoln hospital.

Just how the next draft, which is
expected before the end of this semes-
ter, will affect the clusses in the uni-
versity is a question that I8 beginning
to disturb university professors. Prac-
tically all of the men in the junior and
senior classes and a large number in
the two lower classes will be taken in
the draft, and many of the classes
will be totally disrupted. Whether or
not those men taken in the draft will
be given full credit for the worb they
begun s another question that is wor-
rying university men. A large num-
ber of senlors, who are within a few
hours of graduation, will be called to
the colors, and they are anxious to
know if they will be glven their de-
grees. The university authorities
have made no ruling for next semes-
ter, but the probabilities are that such
men will be given their diplomas,

If any one has more than a “reason-
able" amount of whisky on hand, or if
any one has a stock of confiscated U-
quors in his possession and is about
to destroy the stuff, the war depart-
ment will take it and be glad to get it.
If the destroyer will stay his hand,
the war department will take the li-
quor and redistill it into alcohol for
military use. QGovernor Neville has
been so notified by H. P. McCaln, ad-
jutant general of the United States,
In reply the governor will inform the
war department’ that liquors confis-
cated under the Nebraska prohibitory
law can be turned over to the govern:
ment afer it has been used as evi
dence In court and confiscation has
been ordered by a court. There is said
to be a carload or more of whisky and
other liquors in Omaha that may be
turned over to the government,

Answering the complaint that there
s laxity in the enforcement of the fe-
male labor law, Deputy Labor Com-
missioner George Norman declares
that inspection I8 as complete as pos-
sible under present conditions. Mr.
Norman says the office is severely
handlcapped for lack of Inspectors,

Secretary O, E. Bernecker of the
state board of assessment has Induc-
ed the board to direct assessors Lo
itemize household goods and agricul-
tural tools and machinery when as-
seasing personal property. The plan
was tried In a few counties last year
and resulted in a more equitable as-
sessment of property and also uncoy-
ered property that had escaped as-
sessment under the old method of
guessing or lumping the value of such
goods, Next spring assessors will be
equipped with new printed blanks to
be attached to the schedules

Governor Neville has recelved a
telegram from Provost Marshal Crow-
der warning draft boards in Nebraska
not to discourage enlistments in the
remaining days in which men had an
opportunity to volunteer and choose
the branch of service which they pre-
fer. “If the situation applies to Ne-
braska,” the provost marshal's tele-
gram reads, “"boards are urgently re-
guested not to retard enlistments™
The message states that Presldent
Wilson is anxious to make use of all
of the voluntary enlistments for army
and navy service.
