The ordinary actual disbursements
of the United States Treasury, which
include all war expenses from the 1st
of July, 1917, to March 16, 1918, when
the Treasury statement was issued,
amount to $4,283,261,000.

The ordinary actual disbursements
for the corresponding period of the
fiscal year of 1917 were $683,969,000.

These figures show that the war has
added practically three and a half
billion to the expenses of the Govern-
ment for the time between the two
dates named, eight and a half months,

This means an expenditure for war
purposes, for America’s part in the

war, of about $400,000,000 a month
or over $18,000,000 a day.

include the $38,621,830,000 loaned to
our Allies in the period dealt with.
