Indewsd, we eould put throngh this
fourth Liberty loan without even feel
ing it directly. T am not tnlking here
ahout great snerifices, With merely trlv-
fal and passing inhibiton we eoan make
this fourth lonn a glorlous manifesta-
tifon of Amerieanisn

Never wng there such a nation of
spendefe—we lterally throw money to
the winds,  Cash runs out of our pock-
ets Into a hundred channels of extray-
aganee,  Tempted at every turn by
soinething that appenls to our plensure-
spturnted Instinets, we hand out the
dimes, quarters and dollars. We work
hard, most of us, and we play haril,
Many of us play with an amazing
nbhandon that searcely reckons the cost,
And we greatify ourselves not only at
plays, but we satisfy our luxnry-loving
tendencles and our vanity In many of
the things that enter Into our dalty
ves.

Let ns conslder here merely the mil-.

lHons that go for trivinl things that do
not count as permanent nvestments
either for utllity or luxury,

Millions Spent for Cards.

For Instance, take our post eard
mania.  This habit, which perhaps we
would not eriticize In times of pence,
Is almost universal, A dealer estl-
mates that 30,000000 peaple spend an
average of a dollar o yeaur on the
choaper kKinds of eards, and an addi-
tlonal sum of a hundred millon dol-
lars om postage. But on the fancy curds
and more expensive sets, solid Inrpoly
T lourists, the estimate (s S2O00 00 (1K),
n nddition to the postage, Inecluding the
eards thint are Kept hy the purehansers,
it Is probable thut the total s half o
Billion dollars.  Many men have made
fortunes in this business. 1 know of
ane  former valentine munufacturer
who retired with o lot of money,

It Is certainly inconsistent thut this
great sum should go for such a
trivial purpose when the natlon is In-
volved in this mighty war that ealls
for cnsh everiastingly. Here I8 one
expenditure that could be eliminated
nrlmost wholly untll the war Is over,
Desides this amount put Into Liberty
honds might mean something worth
while to the people themselves.

Then there 18 another class of sou-
venirs that masquerade a8 merchan-
dige and absorb an astonishing amount
of money, Travelers and tourlsts es-
pecially waste thelr cash upon these
fthings. and lmmense quantitles nre
pold to the people everywhere. The
bulk of this stuff Is useless junk—at
least In war time, when conservation
s the high need. Why spend onr money
these doayse for faney haskels, cnrd
tenvs, wooden clapteap artieles, knlek-
knacks, trinkets, popguns, staff and
whim whams? The souvonire stores In
Atlantie City, Ashiury Park, Coney Is-
land, Roeveore Bench near Moston, Ven-
fee near Los Angelos, and similur es-
tublishmenis tnke more than o hundred
millon  dollnes out  of pockets
every summer,  One small town eon-
cern In Atlantle City sells a hundred
thousamd dallars worth, on which the
