What has been done, or I8 being done, with this
vast snm? Many people who opened thelr henrts
and thelr purses to Haifax would ke to know,
and this article Is designed to supply the infor
matlon,

The fignres glven above tell in paret what wns
done for Hallfax, bnt what Hallfax hus done for
itzelf 1= n far longer story.  Althongh the vietim
of a Jdisaster which at once ranked her smong
the great tragedy eities of the world—Pompell,
Martinique, Galveston and San Francisco—THuli-
fax stagegered to her feet n few seconds after the
titanle biast had Inld waste her streets, de-
atroved her homes and littered the snow with hier
dead, and went to work to fetch order out of
chnos.

“From a spectaculnr gnd herole point of view,"
declared George MacDonald of the Canadinn
Press, “this continent has never produced such n
daring set of ¢lvilinn heroes as spraong up at the
call of duty In those blenk December days In Hnl-
Ifax. [Ilistory teems with horrors—recent hise
tory partienlarly—hut no parallel exists for the
requence of afMletlon with which Hallfax was
deluged.  Swift and appalling death from the
witherlng explosion, mud panle at the fear of o
worse disaster from a magnzine disruption, horror
from the fires which greedily devoured the riins,
torture from the rapldly changing weather condi-
tlons which went from blizzard to rain and from
raln to zero conditfons In the three days suceeed-
the day of the eatastrophe. Fate seemed to have
ceased I1ts nssanlts only when It hod exhausted
{ts repertoire of cnlamities,

“Set agninsgt this appalling challenge was the
inknown and untrled conrage of Hallfax's eltl-
zeng, How they bhattled through the combination
of anguish and misery, almost alone for n week,
18 one of the most Inspleing dramns of history."”

So much for what Halifax started to do, from
the pen of “one who watched this Homerie bat-
tle"” ns o press correspondent.  Chief among the
plaln business men of herole mold wns Robert T.
MacTireith, an ex-mayor of Hallfox, who hnd or-
ganlzed an emergeney rellef station at the elty
hall within nn bour after the Imo had rammed
the Mont Diane and let looge the devastating ex-
plosives pent up in the hold of the Iatter ship.
Muclireith and his loyal assoclntes not only got
on the loh at opce, but stayed there, practicnlly
without rest or fleep for ten dayvs, succoring the
wounded, housing the homeless, feeding the destl-
tute, caring for the dependents, providing fuel
and tronsportation, fighting fire and burying the
dend,

Every man of force and initlatlve nnd man-
agerinl abllity went to work without 8 moment's
deluy. The private ear of George E. Graham of
the Dominlon Atlantle was partly wrecked by
the binst, biit Genernl Monager Graham at once
becnme a leading spirit In the great task of or-
gnnlzing temporary rellef and his rallroad gave
Invaluable nsslstance In the erisls,

In n week the emergency shelter committee, di-
rected hy W, 8 Davidson, chalrman, housed 6.000
people and a large numher were even cared for
the wery first night, Hospltals were estubilished
and 4,000 patlents treated In an Ineredibly short
time. Two thousand hodles were handled by the
mortunry department,

The reconstructlon commlittes, headed by Q.
Fred Pearson, n newspuper proprietor, lost no
time In orgnnizing the work of bullding temporary
homes for the homeless to cover the perlod which
must elapse before permanent construction could
be Inaugurated. Mr. Pearson asked Cul, IRobert
‘8. Low, the man who bullt the eantonments for
the Canadian army, to give Haolifax the benefit of
his experience, and the colonel went to work at
once with plenty of energy, and without pay, to
put roofs over the heads of thousands of Hallfax
people. When he had struck his stride, the man
who bullt Valcartier camp for the Canadian ex-

peditionary force In record time, was finishing o
four-room apartment, with bath, every hour, His
npartment houses were much like the cantonment
bulldings at the army eanmps In Conada and the
United States, and housing acconnuodations were
soon ready for 5,000 people.

These varlous foring of temporary relief caused
the expenditure of gbout $4,000,000, and while
this Imperntive tnsk was belng performed plans
were formulated for the rebullding of the dev-
ns&tnted arean, the settlement of clalms and the
care of dependents,

The Canadian government, after recelving full
reports of the property losses anid the needs of
Haollfax for permanent penslons. rehousing, ete.,
announced that although no legal Habllity rested
upon the erown, nevertheless the explosion was
un Incldent of the great war which had done
enormous damage to Halifax und Its environs and
for which Hallfux was In no may to blame, Steam-
ers londmd with grear cargoes of axplosives sought
Halifax harbor to secure eonvoy ncross the At-
Iantie to the seat of war, and In nwmerous in-
stunces the people of the city whose homes had
heen destroyed did not even know that they were
Hving on the edge of a volenno., In view of the
fact that the Freneh steginship Mont Blane was
“using the hurbor In purswanee of the common
purpose of the allled natlons In carrying on the
war,” the Conadinn government determined to pay
nll legitimate property losses aml establlsh a pen-
slon fund to enre for those moade depemdent by the
disnster. The sum of £5,000,0600 hnd alrendy heen
approprinted, but an additional sum of £7.000,000
was ot once plieed ar the disposal of the streicken
city and the Halifnx relief commission wus nf-
polnted and given extenordinary powers to expend
the money and afford the necessary rellef,

ers, K, €, chalrman;: Judge Willinm  Bernnred
Wallnee anid Frederliek Lather Fowke, with Ralph
I'. Bell ns seeretary. hing heen hard ot work for
months steaightening out the tangled affalers of
the devastated disteiet, payving clalms for dam-
nges, erecting new homes and providing perma-
nent penslons for those who were mude dependent,
The bropd powers of the commission were grinted
by two orders In councll and by uan net of the
Nova Scotin leglsliature.  There were S0 many
complleated matters to sattle that the eommis-
sloners were cuipowerad to use thelr own judge
ment in settliing Individun! clabms, in awarding

penslions, In expending all the money eontributed -

with the exceptlon of specin] sums donsted for
certaln purposes, and in replanning and rebintld-
Ing the devastated aren,

Through the generosity of the Canndinn  gov-
ernment, every  inelividaa) logt  his home
valued at pot more than 850000 hous plrendy had
or 18 having tallt for him, froe of chnrge, 0 new
home hetter thun the one destrovml by the hlnst,
Clalms excecding 85,000 are heinz seitled hy the
conimigsloners, and over 150000 clabms for hotses
hold and personnl effects have olready heen pald,
Flve hundred people are recelving permanent [ e
slong and disability aNowances,

The Halifax rellef commission, upon tnking
office, secured the services of o lrst-cluss firm of
architeets, amnd nlso employed o townsplanning
adviser, There was n 'R['ll('l'lt!h! clinnes to put over
n town-planning scheme, srehiteoturally and oth-
erwise, that wonld be a eredit to hoth Hallfux and
tos Canndn, and the commission did not overlonk
the opportunity confronting It e thonsand
homes, not anly thoroughly proctieal, but beautls
ful, have heen plunned by the arehiteets, new
Streots and avenues have been lald out in the
devastated aren and the replanning and relollds
Ing program Is bhelng enrrled out with the lden
of muking Halifax more besutiful than ever,

Months ago eontracts were let for 400 houses
which were to be completed hofore winter set In.
This work has been done und the romalning pers
manent homes needed are olso under way, The
new houses are artlstic In deslgn, and of many

whn

front property whioh bore the

brunt of the Mont Dlane explo-
sfon, nnd the reconstruction of this area Is In
charge of governmental departments.  Part of
this section of the devastated area Is now the
glte of n new steel shipyard employing nbout 5H,-
000 men, who are engnged In  bullding  steel
stenmships of 10,000 tons, This new Industry,
of vast benefit to Hallfax, was established fol-
lowing the disaster, and, no doubt, becnuse of
the disaster.

Henley, the anthor of “Invictis:*

“Out of the night that covers me,
Black as the pit from pole to pole,
I thank whatever gods may be
For my unconquerable soul.”

“Thot's why n welfare department has heen es-
tublished at this plant, where a million pounds of
powder will be manufactursd dally when every-
thing s In operntlon, Tt was found that unless
the men were amused when they finlshed thele
work they slmply wouldn't remaln—no matter
what wages were pald,

“Of conrse we o all the welfare work that Is
belng done in the most moldern plants.  We hove
vitrious kinds of hospltals, free medienl attention
and all that sort of thing.
