Must Get U. S. Consent.

The much-discussed article ten, the
president told the senators, was not of
doubitful Interpretation when read in
with the whole covenant.
The council, he sald, coulid only *nd-
vise," and ns its action must be unani-
mous, the atfirmative vote of the Unit-
od States would be necessary for any
question affecting i,

Article sixteen, the president sald,
provided that where there Is a dispute
found to be solely within the jurisdie-
tlon of one of the parties, under Inter-
natlonal law, the lengue councll shall
&0 report and make oo recommendn-
tion for its settlement, Immigration,
tariif= and the like, the president safd,
elenrly came under that provision.

The plan for the league, finally sub-
mitted In Parls, the president sald, ind
heen bullt up tirst from a plan drawn
by a Britlsh committee headed hy a
Mr., P'hillimore and later Ineluded ideas
from n plan drawn by General Smuts,
From these and other dlscussions,
coupled with the president’s own 1dens,
*he league plan was made,

Own Redraft Not Submitted.

His own private redraft of the Phil-
more plan, the president sald, was
not submitted to the Amerlean pence
misslon. He had seen Secretary Lan-
sing’s proposals only Informally,

The president sald the United States
would have "“complete freedom of
cholce as to the application of force"
In carrying out article ten of the
league covenant,

The president told the committee
the lesgue council would have “noth.
Ing whatever” to do with deeclding
whether the United States had fulfilled
Its obllgations tn case of withdrawal
from the league.

The conference was not held In the
blue room, as had been planned, the
prestdent taking his visltors Into the
east room, where they were sented
around a big table. Senator Lodge sut
next to the president.

Japan Won't Rule Shantung,

To a query as to what soverelgnty
Japan retained in Shantung President
Wilsan sl ;

“She hns not retalned saverelgnty
over anything. 1 mean she has prom-
Isedd not to, Senator Bornh has asked
whether this understanding was oral
or otherwise, 1 do not like to deseribe
the aperation exactly If It Is not per-
fectly discreet, As o matter of fact,
this was techaoleally oral, but Hternlly
written and formnlated and the form-
ulation ngreed upon.”

President Wilson sald he disagreed

Asks About Other Treaties.

After the president hind deliveresd his
stutement, Renator Lodge sald:

“Mr. PPresident, so far ns 1 am poep-
sonnlly concerned—amd T think 1 rep-
resent perhnps the majority of the
committes In that respect-——we hinve no
thonght of enterlng upon  arguments
na 1o interpretations or poluts of thnt
churaeter: but the committoe was very
desirous of getting information on cers
tilu points which seem not elenr and
on which they thought  information
wotld he of value to have In consbd-
eration of the treaty which they, 1
think I may say for myself and others,
desire to hnsten In every possible way.

“Nour reference to the necessity of
netlon lends me to ask one question,
If we have to restore peace to the
world, It Is necossury, 1 assume, that
thiere shonld he treaties with Austria,
Hungory, Toarkey and DBulgarin, Those
treaties nre all more or less conneeted
with the treaty with Germany, The
gquestion T shonld Hke (o nask 18, what
the prospect Is of recelving those tren-
tles for action?”

Treaty With Poland Signed.

The President—Yes and signed ; but
it Is dependent upon this treaty. My
thought wus to submit it upon the ne-
tlon on this treaty.

Senntor Lodge then asked whether
the pesident could show the commit-
tee the tentative League of Nations
drafts submitted by Great Britain,
France and Italy.

The Prestdent—I wounld have sent
them to the commlittee with pleasure,
senator, If 1 had found that I had them,
1 took It for granted that I had them ;
but the papers that remain in my hands
remaln there in a haphazard way., |1
ean tell you the character of the other
drafts, The British draft was the only
one as 1 remember that was in the
form of n definlte constitution of n
league. The French and Itulinn drafts
were In the form of a serles of propo-
gitlons lnying down general rules and
assuming that t he commission, or
whitever body made the final formula-
tioms would build upon those prinel-
ples If they were adopted, They were
principles quite consistent with  the
finnl action.

In reply to Senator MeCumber the
president repeated that he felt It would
be n mistake to embody Interpreta-
tlong In the resolution of ratifieation,
saying: “We enan  Interpret
moral obllgntion. The legal obligation
enn be enforced by suech machinery as
there I8 to enforce it,  We are therefore
at llberty to Interpret the sense
which we undertake a mornl obliga-
tion."

The president sald If reservatlons
were embodled In  the

enough time for us to know whether
they (the other governments) were -
plicltly acqulescing or not."
