ONER GAVE HER THE IDEA

Mrs. Margaret Campbell Goodman Has
Recovered Fortunes From Wrecks
on Floors of Inland
Seas.

Oleveland.—Mrs, Margaret Camphell
Goodman, the only woman salvager in
the world, has regained a fortune
which went down with the steamer
Pewnble, in Lake Huron, 60 yenrs ago,
Succeding where many men had fall-
M, Mrs. Goodman has broadened her
wcope of work until she new has con-
fracts to ralse sunken foctunes in al-
Most every sea,

Mrs. Goodman spent her early life
in Mount Pleasant, Mich, and after
her school days sha went to Toledo,
0., her present home, There she be-
came Interested In diving sults, after
witnessing an exhibitlon of deep-sea
diving In which the diver went down
861 feet, remaining under water for 45
minutes.

Treasure on 8ea Bottom.

This feat of deep-sen diving con-
vinced her that scouring the floor of
the sea for sunken tremsures would be
*a profitable business, Itemembering
the loss of the Pewable, Mrs. Good-
man, after much discouragement, form-
ed a stock company. She went to Al-
pena, Mich, and found Capt, John Per-
sons, who had stood with his father,
keeper of the llghthouse In Thunder
Bay, and watched the ship founder.

Later, Mrs, Goodman located George
P. McKay, the captain of the Pewnble,
Captaln MceKay was living In Cleve-

munifest of the lost vessel, 1t showed

The work of senrching for the Pe-
wnble was hegun In 1914, In the first
genson’s woek, the ddvers took ont 1060
tons of copper and 100 tons of pig
fron, Many interesting relies were dis-
coverad which, when possible, were
forwarded to the relatives of the =ull-
ors who had lost thelr lives n half
century nago. When the treasure chest
of the ghlp was brought to the surface,
the “shin plagters” were found to he
watersonked and valueless,

Consldernble work was done In 1917,
