American Giri,

Country's History, From the Birth o}
independence, Woven Into Emblem
in Honor of Heroes of Span-
jah-American War.

Pence unfurled s milllss  flagy
throughout the world, but not one of
them wus s remarknble und romantie
as that which Josephine Mulford
wrought with her own hiands o score of
years ugo In honor of the herves of the
Spanish-American war, observes Lone
don Answers,

The flag on which Josephine tolled
night and day for more than a y.\
with a great love to Inspire her tu
gers, Is so large that three battallons
of soldiers could be massed on It, and
g0 heavy that half a dozen strong men
could barely ralse Its folds fromn the
ground,

But it Is the romance of Its fashlon-
Ing that places it so far above all Itw
rivals,

It was begun on the first day of
July, 1808, In the parlor of an old home-
stend In New Jersey, and from the
first stitch to the last it was never for
a moment out of the hands or thoughts
of the young girl who had set herself
this patriotic task. Every stitch was
counted ag It was made; for It rep-
resented an American soldier who was
fighting In Cuba.

The Pennsylvania star wns partly
n century
and a quarter enrller, Betsy Ross worke
od, under Washlngton's guldance, om
the very first Ameriean flag which pro=
clatmed the Independence of the states
and the star was finished In the room
where the first continental congress
met,

To make Virginin's star she traveled
to Mount Vernon and stltched It In ong
of the rooms of Washington's home
The Maryland siar was made at Fort
McHenry, historieally associated with
“The Star-Spangled Banner" of Fran-
cls Scott Key, and New York's stay
was made partly In the very room Iin
which Washington sald goody-by to his
officers, and partly on board the flag-
ship New York.

And thus, making ns far as posaiblg
ench sutch historle, the eolossal task
proceesded, untll the last of the 820,
000 stitches was made, with loving, 12
trembling, fingers, and she rose from
her year's work trlumphant, but shat.

Josephine lived to see her flag prouds
ly floating over Madlison Square gar-
den, to thunders of cheers from a
hundred thousand throats. Then came
a terrible reaction from the long strain
and within a few weeks the hands
that hnd tolled so long and lovingly
were stlll In death,

But the spivit of courageous love
which Josephine Mulford breathed Into
her work lives on—foi courage cannod
die.
