PUSH GOSPEL OF CLEANLINESS

Children Literally Floated to Health
and Happiness on Seas of Suds—
More Than 10,000 Instructed In
Use of Soap and Toothbrush.

Washington, — Under ordinary eclr-
cumstances a cuke of soup or u tooth:
brush would constitute n queer culling
curd or letter of Introduction, and yet
they have served the purpose of Intro-
duciug the school children of America
to the boys and girls of Czecho-Slo-
vakin, Through the Junlor Red Cross,
the school children's bruonch of the
Americun Red Cross, the gospel of
cleanliness and bealth hus been car-
ried to thousands of children In the
country the pence conference
enrved out of northern Austrin-Hun-
gury, This Is only one of numerous
undertnkings of the Junior Red Cross
throughout Europe that huve alrendy
been so successful In establishing a
better Internntional understanding and
 Inculenting a spirit of world nelgh-
jorliness among the children of Eu-
rope and Americn that the League of
Red Cross Socleties |s now promoting
Junior organizations In all of the coun-
tries represented In the lengue.

Teach Cleanliness.

The sonp ano roothbrush campnalgn
in Czecho-Blovakia grew paturally out
of work undertuken by the Junior Red
Cross of America when It aceepted the
munagement of n colony of 4556 under-
nourished chlldren sent to the Tatra
mountalns from the poorest districts
of Prague, The nlm of the camp was
to tench the children the value of
elean minds and bodies and thelr obli-
gations to the community und to euch
other, When eainp wus broken In Sep-
tember the rosy-cheeked, clear-eyel,
happy-faced youngsters were hardly
recogniznble us the half-starved, un-
kempt and discournged children who
had come there a month hefore,

Immediately there came o demand
for u continuation of health Instrue-
tlon among the children and soon the
Junlor Red Cross had latinched a eam-
palgn In four schools in Prague, where
2. children enlisted In what was
called “the fight for health.,” This was
& modifieation of the health program
of the Child Health Organlzation of
Amerien and the “Crusade” of the
Rockefeller Foundation,

It took like wildfire. It was difficult
to sny who were the most enthusinstic
~—children, teachers or parents, The
teachers sald they had never seen such
rapld lmprovement in children, not
only In cleanliness but In manners,
The children were anxlous to have

As a result of this sucesssful lnunch-
Ing of the health game, as It s called,
the Amerieun Junlor Red Cross was -
vited lust spring to resume the work
In summer enmps, of which 40 were
set up throughout the country. More
than 10,000 children were glven In-
struction,

In the summer camps the children
were lterally flonted to health nnd
huppiness on seas of suds, The Junior
Red Cross supplied 2227 cukes of soup
in addition to 20 barrels of soft soap.
Little teeth were made white with 7,
109 tooth brushes and 8,174 tubes of
paste,

This winter In the primary schools
of Prague, Brno and Bratisinva, the
three lurgest clties of Czecho-Slovakin,
the Junlor Red Cross Is still teaching
the gospel of sonp und fresh ale. The
70000 children, many of whom had
never heard of a toothbrush, are enrry-
Ing on the “fight for health” with the
same unbounded enthusinsm  which
marked Its Inception In the Tatra
mountaln eamp.

Offer Only Opportunity for Edu-
cation to Many Thousand
Americans.

MANY PLEAD FOR ENLISTMENT

Parents of Children Under Enlistment

Age Ask Special Permission for

Sons to Enlist—War Depart-
ment Receives Inquiries.

Washington.—That the army offers
the only opportunity for even an ele-
mentary education for thousands of
young Americans who live In yndevel-
oped communities s evident from
the flood of letiers which have been re-
celved by the adjutant general since
the policy of education In the army
was recently announced.

Mothers und fathers whose sons have
been declined for enlistment because
of minority or physieal defect have
written stating that there are no
schools to which thelr boys can be
sent and that they are unable, finan-
clally, to send them away from home
to schools where galnful occupations
are taught, and asking that speclal
permission be granted for thelr ac-
ceptance into the army.

Publie-spirited citizens in many com-
munities have sent In the names of
young men who should be In school,
requesting the army to send them lit-
erature calling their attention to the
opportunity being missed,

The father of eleven children, nine
of whoin are boys, Including a pair of
twins, writes that he sees no possibil-
Ity at home for a proper education for
any of them, and desires that speclal
permission be given to enlist his sec-
ond oldest son and the twins, all three

“I have read the letter that was sent
to and 1 see It Is an opening for
anyone with ambitlon. Slnce my par-
ents died I have not had the chance to
obtain the education I desire. 1 sin-
cerely hope I may join the army, al-
though I am not of age. I am only
sixteen years old. I am five feet,
elght Inches tall and welgh 135 pounds.
I am doing a wan's work and drawing
a man's pny. I nm working In the
mines, not in the ground, but on top.
I have not a desire to attnch myself
to the mines, but to better myself and
country. Therefore I hope that I may
Join the army and schools with your
consent,”

Widow Pleads for Son,

A widow pleads that her son be tak-
en Into the army tralning schools,
since she Is compelled to work out, and
she feels that he Is not having proper
assoclates under present circum-
stances. "It Is killing me to see my
only boy go to ruln, He Is not a bad
boy, but he needs tralning, Please
let me know If I ean get him In the
army's schools. Please help me to
save my only boy, and please let me
hear as soon as possible, Pleuse state
what I may have to do to put him
there

Another Missourl father writes that
his boy Is anxious to go on with
gchool, “but has to attend school un-
der grent difficulties. as we llve six
and a half miles from town and he
has to go on hm'qvhm-k."
