LAND GRABBER

Maps Give It 1,875 Miles That
Don't Belong to It, Says
Geologist.

NO PROPER STATE MAP MADE

Yexas Bystem of Land Survey Inher.
ited From Mexico and Spaine
Current Maps Made by Many
Individuals.

Austin, Tex.—According to Dr, Roh-
ert T, HI, former state geologist, who
us Just finished a study of the topo-
phical fentures of Texus and s
making a report on the subject for the
United States geological survey, until
recently all existing waps give an lu-
accurnte iden as (o the geogruphy of
the state, purticularly with reference
to the courses of the Rio Grande on
the South und the Ited River on the
north. Mr, Hill says that all current
maps of Texas locute the Rlo Grande,
Which has always been nccepted as the
boundary between this country and
‘Mexico, Inaccurately. The mnps in-
clude in Texas a strip of territory nv-
eraging 25 miles In width and 75 miles
In length (ubout 1,875 square miles),
which does not belong to it.  Until the
World war, when spectal surveys of
the border were made by the War de-
partment, nothing was known of the
Rlo Grande district. These mups, since
published by.the department, revealed
the mistake In current maps.

No Proper State Map.

There 18 no map published showing
even approximately the physienl fen-
tures of the trans-I'ecos section, the
mountainous portion of the state, Muny
of the ranges and penks ure entirely
omitted and others are located Inae-
curately. Doctor Hill has made a e
elal study of these sections of the stute
and will make known many lnncen-
racles through the maps he Is prepar-
ing for the government.

“I believe Aluska contuing uvailable
range to waintain from four to five
millon of reindeer, The estimnte has
beon mude that it would take care
of 10,000,000, bhut 1 think that 18 too
high,

took sotne natural object for a corner,
measured off u block of ncres ealled
for In the shape und direction chosen,
and sent the notes to the lund oflice.
Current maps were complled from
these notes, made by many Individunls,
nnd the topographie Information sup-
plled was nearly nlways menger.

one point In Texas with Its exact locn-
tlon on the earth's surface known.
This was a monument to Duvid Crock-
ett, near the old land office, on the cap-
itol grounds at Adstin. It was located
by the United States geodetic survey.

About 1880 some women were giving
a buzanr for patriotic purposes in Aus-
tin. They desired some souvenirs to
sell nt the bazanr, and at thelr request
the old monument was broken into
pleces and taken to the bazaar. Thus
perished the only polnt In Texas deil-
nltely located on the earth’s surface.
