LEGION MEN IN HOSPITALS

One-Third Ex-Service Boys in Institu.
tions Are Members of the
Great Organization,

One-third of the ex-service men who
are confined In hospitals in thirty-two
stiltes  are  mem-
bers of the Amer-
lenn  Legion, ac-
cording to Gerald
J. Murphy, diree-
tor of the Leglon's
service  division,
who bases his re-
port on figures
compiled In a na-
tionnl census of
digabled men ta-
ken by the Le-

glon.
“With one-third
of the disabled

veterans enrolled In the Leglon, against
one-fifth of the other eligible ex-serv-
fce men, it 18 shown that the disabled
man reallzes the results the Leglon has
obtained In Its campaign for justice for
the sick and wounded of the World
war"”, Mr. Murphy declared. “The dis-
abled man has not joined the Leglon
for the selfish purpose of obtalning his
own compensation, for the Leglon serv-
ice Is extended to veteruns, regardless
of Leglon membership.

“Although the principal effort of the
Legion 18 to nld the sick and wounded
veteran, nationnl and state legislation,
Americanlsm work and many other
projects beneficial to all ex-service
men are being accomplished by the or-
ganlzation. These movements are ex-
pected to result In o greater percent-
age of Legion members among those
who left the service without physical
handicaps.”

TO HOLD PRO-GERMAN MEETS

Sessions Alleged for Purpose of Pro-
testing Agailnst Negro Troops In
French Army of Occupation,

Pro-German meetings planned for
the near future In a number of cit-
les in the Eust and Middle West wiil
he closely watched by the American
Legion, according to nattonal head-
quurters of the ex-service men's or-
ganization. The serles of meetings,
It Is understood, will be held for the
purpose of protesting ngninst the re-
ported presence of negro colonlal
treops In the French army of occu-
pation, despite the fact that the troops
In question were withdrawn many
months ago.

Cities In which the meetlngs are
scheduled are Milwankee, Omnha,
PLiladelphia, Cineinnatl, Loulsville,
Chiengo, Cleveland and New York, It
Is understood that Dr. Edmund von
Mach, who was rebuffed at Washing-
ton, . C.,, In an effort to enlist the
ald of F. W, Galbralth, Jr., Leglon na-

tional commander, In the project, and |

George Sylvester Vierlck, notorfous
Boche manganzine editor, are among the
hyphennted Americans who are spon-
soring the movement,

A bulletin from Leglon national
hendquarters, warning stata head-
quarters to watch for an attempt to
revive German propaganda and to cre-
ate sentlment In Ameplca hostlle to
the allles, hns been sent out, and
steps have been taken by national offl-
¢lals to Influence the Department of
Justice to prohiblt the meetlngs,

“A recurrence of German propa-
ganda activity In this country Is some-
thing the ILegion has been watching
for for some time,” gald Lemuel
Bolles, national adjutant of the Le-
glon, “l feel that the greatest check
to a movement of this kind will come
from citizens of Teutonle extraction,
of whose loyalty and sincerity there
can be no doubt. Loyal Americans
sbhould know of the sinister efforts to
turn gentlment in favor of the natlon
with which technlcally we are still at
war."”

The auestion arose whether, In view
of the fnet that Follette hand been npe
pointed to an office whieh, In lts na:
ture, except In the matter of filllng
vucuncles, Is an elective, snlarled pub-
liec office, he was ellglble to serve as
an officer of the Leglon,

In his officinl roling, the natlonal
Judge advoente says:

"This belng a salaried, elective pub.
lle oftice, it Is my opinlon that the
method of filling a vacancy Is not es
sentla! In determining the ellgibility
of a Leglonalre holding such office,
The office 1s elective, although the case
with which we deal Is that of an ap-
pointment.

“I'he purpose of the copstitutional
provision 1s, of course, to prevent, so
far as possible, the use by a member
of the Leglon of his Leglon member
ship In furthering a political career.
Consequently, the effoct of an ap-
pointment 18 In no wise dissimilar
from nn election, and it 1s my opinfon
that the Incumbent 18, by the aecept-
unce of his office, rendered Ineligible
for the office of the American Legion™

It Is belleved that many Leglon
iwemhers, appointed to political oflces
will be nffected by this raling.
