Duesseldorf, Germuny,~The nantl-
occupation =entiment Js much stronger
in Duesseldorf, Ruhrort and Dulshurg,
the cities of IRRhenlsh Prussin recently
vcceupled by the French, than In Maoy-
ence, Coblenz and Cologne, which nlso
have been under forelgn occupation
for more than twoe years by the French,
Americans and British,

As one crosses from the left bank
of the Rhine and enters recently oe-
cupled territory the mood of the pop-
ulution becomes more sullen, thelr bhe-
havior more nloof and thelr hatred
much more pronounced, .

More Like Military Rule.

Tue reason wny be that the French
nre occupying that part of the right
bank of the Khine that they hold near
the Rubr In real military fashlon and
the occupation Is much more severe
than that on the left bank.

The huatred of the population s i
rected more especlally agalnst the
French, and ehlldren are belng brought
ap In a constant terror and undls-
gulsed gcorn of the occupylng forces,
which gives but little promise that the
real brotherly love between French
and Germans will be aghleved with
the coming generation,

The absolute refusal to spenk
French, even by persons well acquuint-
ed with the languuge, Is one of the
most common wuys In which the Ger-
mans show thelr dislike of the French
military men. The correspondent walked
into a clgar store the other day while a
French ofticer was attempting to mnke
the woman In charge understand the
brand of clgarettes he wanted, She
seemed absolutely at a loss to under-
stand him. The correspondent trans-
tiuted the officer’s request In English,
After the oflicer had departed she told
the correspondent in purest French:

“I understood him the first time,
but 1 would not give him the satls-
vactlon.”

“Boycotted” by Women,

or Dulsburg will be seen In the com-
pany of a uniformed French soldler
or oficer In the streets, The few who

Mrs, Forbes, wenring the native
costume, was alone In her daring ad-
venture, She Jolned a natlve c¢aravan
aud, riding a camel, finally crossed
the Egyptinn frontlers and reached the
sacred oasls clty where only one Eue
ropean—an explorer of 40 years ago—
hns -ever been before. Here she was
well recelved by the tribesmen and
glven a safeguard back to clvilization,
but throughout the Journey she was
surrounded by hostile natlves who
would have killed her had they known
that she wus a white woman,

The start of the trip was made from
Benghnzl, the Mediterranean end of
the ancient carnvan route from the
central - Sudan across  the Libyan
tesert.  She had previously arranged
for n form of passport from the Senus-
sl, but this was of little value, ns the
tribes through which she passed did
not recognlze thelr soverelgnty., Sples
surrounded the caravan and at the

BURY THEIR 6OL

Natives of East India Have No
Use for Banks.

Vast Treasures Midden amd the Secret
Confided to Those Who Cannot
Divulge It
Doctor Vogel, a formor superintend-
ent of the archeologienl survey In In-
din, has been telling us that the pres-
ervation of publle montuments [n Indin
Is lnrgely dependent on pablie opinion.

It Is due to the reverence and the
rellgtons spirlt of the people that so
much hasg escapedd degtruction, he says,
But this spirit of revercnce I8 respon-
sible for more than the preservation
of monuments; It is responsible for
logses,  Great treasures have vanished
through fdelity and qualities
mnlntaining the secret of thelr hiding
pnce,

It s the habit today of natives of
Indla to bury gold. Only the year hes
fore the war It was authoritntlvely
stnted that nearly all the gold dug
from the earth In South Africa lIs, by
n fresh dlgging occupatlon, deposited
ngain beneath the soil of Indin, That
is what we may call a plecemenl oper-
ntion ; but imugine the operation coti-
ducted upon a wholesale scule!

Such things happened during the
tromblons days of war and confliet and
radd which preceded British rule, A
wenlthy prince or merchant, fearing
wrmed robbery, would deposit all his
gold and jewels, not In his house or
In & bank, for honses and banks could
be plllaged Hke a bazar; no, he cons
cenled his riches In the earth, in cav-
erns In the hills, among the haunts of
tigers and polsonous snakes,

The practice waus to entrust the sec-
ret of the deposit only to the poorest
and lowllest, and that for various rea-
sons.  In the first place, there was the
belief In native fAdelity; then there
wias the expectation that people s
poor would not covet rich treasure,
and would he suspected If they did
try to dispose of it; and, finally, there
wias the knowledge that people of such
lhumble caste would not bhe allowed to
converse with people of higher caste
to whom the hoarded weanlth would be
of worth,

In this way the very outeasts of the
people hecame guardians of wealth un-
told, liidden by thelr fleeing lords, who,
often enough, did not survive the
brolls and battles to return and re-
clalm thelr buried property.

The Inte Sir Maurlce Gerard, who
spent many years in Indla and Inves-
tigated the subject, declared that enor-
mons trensures are burled in some of
the old Indinn hill forts. The guard-
ung gare dead and the secret Is dead
with them,

Sir Muurlee himself knew of places
to which treasure traditions cling, One
fastness In the Goona district was that
in which, daring the Mahratta warfare
days, the entire population of three
villnges, hiding with thelr possessions
in a hill cave, were betrayed to epes
mies by the barking of dogs,

Refusing to surrender, the refugees
were smoked to death by fires lighted
ut the entrance to thelr retrent. No
native doare enter now for fear of the
demons which are belleved to haunt
the place.

Several English dogs were once sent
in to hunt through the enchanted eave.
All disappeared, Several days Inter
the smallest of the lot, a terrier, came
out sturving. The others had per-
Ished, but It Is supposed that this one,
falling down a fissure, had found Its
way to a Jackal's home and scratched
its way out to liherty.
