Ing In order to seek the will of the
Lord In prayer. This is the kind of
fasting that meets Gold's  approval.
From the fuct that they were directed
to send forth those whom the Spirit
called, we learn that the real call to
Chirist's service comes from the Spirit.
The Npirit enlls and the church see-
onds the motlon by sending those who
nre called.
