Wounded and
left fn no wman's
land, Haley, a
Canadian  soldler,
wiis slowly dying
from loss of blood when he wus pleked
up by Private Thomas G. Jones, an
Ameriean.  After taking his buddy to
safety, Jones disappeared. Back in
the lines agnin, Haley was captured by
the Germans and lost all truce of his
rescuer,

On May 20, 1021, Haley arrived at
the home of his sweetheart In Canada.
His wedding was to occur at 8 o'clock
and the guests were assembled,

Then Private Jones reappenred. He
had deserted the army at Fort Slocum,
N. Y. secause, he sald, they were going
to mand him back te Germany. He was
suffering frem wustard gus burns and
bAad a wife und two children dependent
(on him,

fnley aeted quickly. Telling Jones
1o return to his wife and keep qulet,
te Informed his finncee of his Intention,
She declined to walt while he served
the term Jones would have to spend
In prison. At the hour of the wedding
Haley took a train for St. Paul, Minn,
He gave hlmself to the first police
ofticer he encountered, declaring he
was 'rivate Thomas G, Jones, wunted
for desertion,

Tried by court-martial at Fort Croolk,
Neb.,, Haley wae sentenced to dis-
honorable discharge and six months In
prison. He bad served all but 18 days
of his sentence when authoritles, by
ehecking fingerprints and  ldentitica-
tlon iearned of the substitution. The
Vegion Is petitioning President Harding
to purge the dishonorable discharge
from Haley's record.

Two hills stretching to the sea 8o
a8 to form a charming bay, and be-
tween them an anclent, half-Spanish,
wholly southern clty; Its roofs tufted
with verdure, rising one ahove anoth-
ar on terraced slopes; Its houses with
thelr once gay tints all faded, basking
In peaceful decrepltude In a sunshine
llke that of June; the town fast
asleep; the harbor silting up; the
walls crumbling; the iron gratings
pusting ; the pavements turning green ;
the gables nodding like old gray heads,
tired of listening to the same old sto-
ries—such Is Macao, the Far Eastbrn
yitpost of the Portuguese traders of
e Sixteenth century, the Monte Car-
\o of the Orlent, and one of Portugal’s
few remalning possessions In Pacifie
waters,

Macno is situated on the west slde
of the Pearl river. Forty miles across
is Hongkong; elghty-eight miles to the
north les Canton, seat of the South
China government. Macao was found-
ed In 15657, Prior to 1887 there ap-
pears to have been no documentary
evidence of a formal cession of this
territory, the Portuguese claiming,
however, that they received it as a
reward for destroying the horde of
Mongollan pirates that harrled the
southern coast of Chinn; and the re-
malns of the old barrler across the
parrow mneck of land separating the
peninsular town from the rest of the
Island of Heung Chan, and once guard-
ed by Chinese soldlers, gave color to
the Portuguese elaim. However, all
doubts were laid to rest in 1887 when
formal cession was made hy China to
thé Portuguese.

Macac's Rise and Fall,

So marvelous was the growth and
prosperity of this Portuguese settle-
ment in its youth that it excited the
envy of the early Dutch traders who
in 1622 attempted its conquest. The
gpot where the Dutch leader was
killed by a round shot from Monte
fort, which wrote finls to that at-
tempt, 1s now marked by a monument,
Macno continued to be a flourishing
mart up to 1841, the British East In-
din company ant the Dutch company
mennwhile obtaining a foothold there.
The British free trade propagoanda of
the “Fortles” exelted a demand for a
free port ut Maeno, to which the Por-
tuguese demurred. Great Britaln then
secured  the Hongkong  concession,
made that a free port in 1845, and
the decline of Macno as an entrepot
dates from that year,

Not only 18 Macao the site of the
first European clalm made on Chinese
goll, but it has culturnl ties with Eu-
rope closer knit than the political re-
latlonships of controverted areak to
the north. It contains the oldest ruin
in China that I8 assoclated with Eu-
rope, and the tamarind and banyan
shade the gardens where the Por-
tuguese Chauser, Camoens, composed
half of the Luslads, celebrating the
discoveries of the Portuguese explor-
ers who opened up for the West the
secrets of the East, It Is one of the
half-dozen of the world's great eples.

Camoens' Place of Exile.

Luls de Camoens, the star of Lusi-
taninn poetry, became enamored of
Cathurina d'Atayada, Indy-In-honor to
Queen Catharina of Portugal, which
80 enroged the king that he banished
the poet to Macao, about 1507, where
he remained for five years as admin-
istrator of the effects of deceascd per-
sons—a melancholy office for a poet
and Jover. Returning in 1572, his ves.
sel was wrecked, his small savings
were lost, but the poem which has
been transiated Into every civilized
langunge wus saved to an apprecintive
posterity. A monument to Camoens
mnarks the spot In the grotto where he
composed his noble eple, -

Macao hus snoozed peacefully away
on its islind In late years while con-
troversles have raged around the hand-
ful of other forelgn holdings on the
Chinese coast. But recently the gov.
ernment of Southern China I8 reported
to have demanded that there be a
“cleanup” In the eity, a procedure,
which If carrled out would entall ree-
ognition of the Southern China govern-
ment as well as acceptance of Its right
to rule In what has long been consid-
ered Portuguese territory.

Once In Macao the traveler may re-
main to contemplate an out-of-thes
way shrine of European history. But
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that Is not why moest folk bourd the
dnfly boat from Hongkong te go there.
It Is a summer resort for the Canton.
es¢ becanse of its exposure te the
coollng monsoons  In  mid-summer,
Oplum smugglers and gamblers, In re.
cent years, have loomed large among
its transients, Formerly the Chineae
coolle traflic nlso had & headquarters
here. Within a century its waters may
have warranted the charnctertzation
of one traveler who ealled them “the
most dangerous waters of the world
from a police standpoint,” and added
“a river trip Is splecd with the risk
of plratienl attack.”
Revenues From Gambling.

The ldens of Henry George and eoth-
er tax theorists have fennd a niggard
soll in Mocao, whese fiseal policy Is
stmplicity  Itself, Poo-chee and fan-
tan provide the revenues of the city.
It has heen snld thot half the minted
pieces of the Far Fast find their way
sooner or lnter to the gambling boards
of Macao, and the old Rix dollar, the
Mexicun peso, and the American dime
are elinked upon the tables of the
Jeunesse doree, or of the ‘rickshaw
vcoolles nud harbor fif-raff of the town,
while a daily flow of men, women and
dollars crosses the estnary from Hong-
kong to Maeno and pours Into the
hells of the Roa do Joge, or gambling
street,

Fun-tan lg the favorite game, but It
is nothing like the eard gnme of that
name known to Americuns, The Chi-
nese crouplers sit enthroned before &
square mnrked ot the corners with
the numbers 1, 2, 3 and 4. The banker
reclines behind a grating, smoking a
long pipe. Overhead I1s a gallery run-
ning all around the room and forming
n sort of ceiling, plerced only by a
hole the size of the table, From this
gallery the bets are munde, and the
stakes are alternntely let down and
drawn up, accompanied by the sound
of drawling minstrelsy,

The croupler takes a handfol of
small coins and covers them with a
reversed howl, while money s lald
on one of the four numbers. When
the betting has ceased he lifts the
bowl and separates the eolps with his
wand, Then he ecounts them by fours,
and the remainder, or the last four,
if there be no remalnder, represents
the winning number., Each huazard s
n one-to-three wager, and the bonks
pay on that basis, after deducting the
house percentage. A number of these
licensed gnmbling dens, graded nccerd-
ing to the limit of wager allowed, pay
the revenues of the city of Maeao,

Attractive to Travelers.

Present day Macno I8 not marred
for the casual traveler by either Im
flair for fan-tan or its thriving trade
in oplum. The latter Is shipped away
to wrenk Its havoe; the former hrings
the bizarre aud the adventurous. The
city of today Is one of the few Far
Eastern const towns which have not
been caught In the resistless current
of commercinl progress, and for that
reason It presents some interesting
studies to lovers of the plcturesque.

He who lands from a steamer ls
captivated by Its blend of Pertuguese
and Chinese people, by pagoda and
western church, and when the sum-
wons of hunger leads him to a hotel
that has been called the cleanest and
most beautifully situated in the Or-
lent, the contrast persists. He may
order the famous Portuguese colares
with his yellow wat>r chestnut pasties,
and choose elther ultra-aecidental
game dinners or pudding of edagulated
duck's blood and sugnr-preserved bam-
boo shoots, There are but 4,000 Por-
tuguese resldent there, but they rep-
resent o four-century Impress that
thelr nationnlity has made upon the
total population of about 75,000,

After dinner the visitor may stroll
along the Praya Grande, beoth the
Broadwny and the Riverside drive of
Mueno, Having shopped and slummed,
he finnlly will be led to eateh the
deeper romance of the city In the
grotto where the poets have carved
lines of praolse to the one-eyed soldler
poet who wrote the glory of farthest
West Europe on an Island of nearly
furthest East China.
