Early Spring Vegetable Responds
to Liberal Supply of Best
Soil Available

PLANT IN OUT-OF-WAY PLAGE

Along Garden Fence Where Roots Will
Not Be Injured in Cultivation
of Rest of Garden |Is
Good Location.

Rhubarb, or *“pleplunt,” as it Is
sometimes called, cannot be grown uni-
versally, but Is limited to certain defl-
nite sections, Informantion as to
whether rhubarb will or will not grow
in a given locality ean be obtalned
from the loeal seedsmen or from nelgh-
bors who have had experience in grow-
Ing It

Rhubarb Is propagated by planting
pleces of the roots secured by divid-
ing older hills, and gix to ten hills will
usually supply plenty of rhubarb for
the averaga family, states the United
sStates Depurtment of Agriculture,

Rhubarbk should be planted exactly
the same way as asparagus, that 1s,
the roots or crowns should be covered
four or 9ve inches in deeply spaded

Rhubarb a Generous Producer,
and well enviched soil; there is little
dunger of having the soll too vich for
rhubarb. The hills should be three
and a half to four feet apart, If more
than one row I8 plunted.

This wonderful staple of the family
garden ean generally be planted along
the fence whore It will be out of the
way of cultivation,

The thick leaf stems are the part
used, and none should be pulled from
the plants the first year after seeding,
but o large sunply will be avalluble
the second season, and the hills will,
s a rule, continue to produce satis.
factory crops of stems for several
veurs, after which they should be i
vided and reset,

Rhnbarh should recelve
attention and treatment during win-
ter as asparugus, and  the plants
should never be allowed to ripen and
gead. The roots may be brought into
the greenhouse, pit, coldframe, or col
lnr during the winter and foreed.

Ily plaecing a barrel over a rhubarh
ninnt much looger and tender stolks
may be grown,

This Is one plant that does not thrive
in warm ecllmates, It is most populir,
especially in the sectlons where it is
grown, in the early part of the spring,

CHICKEN FENCE WIRE HANDY

Cahbhage Is one of the most de ﬁ
sirauble of our enrly green or lenf t
crops nnd should be Ineluded In
every home garden. ‘I'he sowds
should be sown Intdoors nnd the
piants set In the garvden about
the time that danger of frost I8
past, or n few plants ean be pupe-
chased fromre the seed store, Cah.
bage requires a rich goll, and the
plants of the smaller early sorts
should be sct 18 inches apart in
each direction for hand cultiva-
tlon. It is a good plan to pour
a little water around the roots
of each plant as it is being set in
the garden.

This saves many a headache, does the
work thoroughly, and hos appliances
for various purposes which nre Inters
from n little plow share
It can
be used in the smallest garden,

There are numerous hoes of various
types and designed for different pur-
poses, The poloted hoe for making
rows Is a convenient tool. The hoq
withh rake teeth on the back of the
binde is one of the very handiest all-
paround goarden tools for light work
there ix, It is particularly well adapt-
ed for women gurdeners. Three toothed
cultivator hoes do a fine job of stir-
ring the soll, Scuffle or shove hoes as
they ure sometimes called that ean be
pushed instead of pulled, permit hoe-
ing rows which are too close to walk
between convenlently,

Trowels of various shapes to suit
various plunts are now on the market,
stiff, sharply angled small bladed trow-
els are ideal for splitting off pieces
from perenninls which have grown so
Inrge they need dividing for thelr best
growth. They are fine to set under a
recaleltrant carrot or parsnip whose
leaves are =0 tender they part com-
pany from the root, leaving It in the
grouml,

Long biaded trowels are especially

adapted for digging holes for gladiolhds
or other Dulhs in the spring amd tu-

Necessary Garden Tools,

lips nnd fall bulbs later in the season
and equally useful in digging them up

There are little hand rakes which
are just the thing for hand cultivation
among plants which need special care
add the earth Kept stirred.

Sprinkling cans and sprays must be
atdded to every well regulated garden
outflt, especially a spray.
