21. She holds numerous awnrds and
cltutions for her gervices during the
war,

One of the major's most recent ex-
perlences was the honor of christen-
ing the army transport Chaumont,
“(3enern] Pershing was there,” Maljor
Stimson sald In speaking of the event,
“and 1 epliled ehampagne all over the
goeneril's best uniform when I broke
the bottle over the bow."

FEW BUCKS NOW IN U. S. ARMY

Number of Trained Doughboys Has
Been Reduced, Bringing Total to
Not More Than 20,000,
Doughboys—just plain buck privates
of infuntry—nare hecoming almost as
sgearce in the regular army a8 shave-
tillg were some tlme ago. Every time
there Is a reduction In the size of the
army, the number of buck privates Is
very perceptibly cut down, At the
present time, 1t Is sald that there are
not more than 20,000 plaln, unspecial-
fzed “buecks" In the ranks of the
United Stautes army. There are only
47,807 men In all branches of the foot
regiments while there were more than
03,000 enlisted men In the Infantry
when the war started In April, 1917,
Impending additional reductions Jn
the size of the army will show a
further drop In the number of pri-
vates, oflicers say, and leave the in-
fantry only a framework of highly
tralned speciallsts with just a few
hun:ble bayonet-wlelding bucks here
and there to give a sketchy suggestion
of n wartime force, j
This framework of speclalists will
be malntained, the War department
declares, so that In an emergency the
army may be able to qulckly expand,
filllng In the vacant ranks with raw
recruits who, with a few weeks' train-
ing, will make our fighting forces a
highly trained machine,

I. The Return From Captivity Pre-
dicted (20:10-14).

It seems that false prophets were
flourshing in Babylon telllng the peo-
ple that they would speedily be re-
stored to thelr own land. To counter-
act this the Lord moved Jeremiah to
send this letter to the eaptives In
Babylon (vv. 8 ©). In this letter he
advised them to settle down and
quietly pursue thelr regular callings
of life and not to be led astray by the
falge prophets (vv. 6, 7).

1, The length of the eaptivity
(v. 10), Thelr coming back wns to be
“after seventy years.” From Danlel
9:2 It {8 clear that seventy years
means o definlte time., It dates from
the time when the first company was
taken captive among which Danlel
was found.

2. Recovered by God (vv. 10:14).
God’s purpose in the captivily was
to cure them of thelr idolatrous prac-
tices. He assured them that when His
purpose was accomplished he would
vigit them and convinee them of His
good purpose townrd them. When once
this was done they would eall upon
Him In sincerity and He would be
found of them. Their captivity He
would turn away; gather them from
all the nations and bring them into
thelr own land.

1l. Prediction of Captivity Ful-
filled (Ezra 1:1-11).

1. The proclamation of Cyrus
(vv. 1-4). (1) This was not by ac-
cldent, but that the word of the Lord
might be fulfilled (v, 1). What Gl
bas promised He will do; He never
forgets. Wherever we find a promise
which He hath made we can rest upon
it; He will make good., (2) By divine
initintion (v, 1). *“The Lord stirred up
the spirit of Cyrus” How this was
done we do not know. Possibly Danlel
brought to his attention the prophecy
of lsalah and Jeremiah (Isa, 44:28;
Jer, 25:12), Every Ilmpulse to do good

a heathen king who mny not have been

this matter. It may have been that
Cyrus only suw his own actlon as a
plece of statecraft—the creation of a
buffer state pation between his king-
dom and that of Egypt,
It may, God stirred hlmm up to do His

makes clear that he hnd some lmpres-
sion of God's hand upon him, (bh) Ap-
peil to Jewlsh patriotism (v, 3). He
Invokes God's blessing upon such as
possess the natlonal religious feeling,
and communds them to go and build
the house of the Lord God., (c¢) Lend
asslstance (v. 4). Many of the Jews
were estublished In business and there-
fore were not free to go. Many, no
doubt, had lost thelr national spirit
and therefore were not anxious to go.

All such were to lend friendly uas-
gistance in silver,” gold and beasts,
Those who cunnot go to do God's work
should strengthen the hands of those
who do go.

2. The response of Cyrus’ procliams
atlon (vv. 5, 6). The chief of the
fathers of Judah and Benjomin and
the priests and Levites presented them-
selves as wllling and ready to go.
The company which returned wauas
largely made up of representatives of
Judah and Benjamin,

3. The royal favor (vv, 7-11)
Cyrus brought forth the vessels of the
house of the Lord which Nebuchadnez-
zar had brought forth out of Jeru-
salem and put into the house of his
gods. This was a great encourage-
ment to every loyal Jew whose heart
had been grieved over the profunation
of these sacred vessels, Now to bave
0,400 of these vesels returned to their
owners and sent back to Jerusulem to
be put to thelr original use, et a
hearty response by the Jews,
