cmployei. The coupling of this call
with the statement that its purpoiewas "to avert the iniDendino-- rafim- -
ity of a coltapie in transportation"
does not clearly define what the
union leaders have in mind, but it it
hardly the language which would de
scribe a threatened strike.

Thle new factor In tha situation badIts Influence en flnenclsl sentiment, how-
ever; so undoubtedly did the evidence of
dissatisfaction, among both managers and
etrlklng shepmea with the White House
proposal to refer to the rallwa board tha
ouiatlon of teetorine "aeniorltv'' nH.ilM..the fact that the opinion of the hoard'!
chairman eland on lha record, to the
effect that "men who remained la the
acrvice ana inoae who era now entering It
will nave rights ot lenlorlty that the board
could not Ignore." esuss a atood daal af
pueaiea conjecture ee to wnsi altitude the
board era s bow take an a ludlrlal re
consideration of the question. On this
point there wai varying conjecture, In-

cluding the Idea that the matter might
ha compromised by offering restoration ef
penelon rlghta, which have more tangible
vaiuo tnan seniority, yet wnoaa restoration
would not Infringe tha Drlvllesee ac
quired by loyal employes. But ths etstui
or the controveny nevertheless remained
obscure.

This senae of perplexity found expres
sion In ths day'i II regular reaction oa the
etoca exchange. Biwn aeciines si oc
curred were In most csies only fractional,
however, and when they ran to a point
or more, tne stocks sirectea were tne

shares which have been violently
advaaced la the recent market. The course
of foreign .oxchanse rsteo. which went
somewhat lower, probably reflected per
plexity over tne reparations conference
proposals similar to that occasioned nt
tha railway eontroviriy.
